Father Sam’s Corner
Sixteenth Sunday in Ordinary Time
Gospel: Matthew 13:24-43

The Challenges of the Kingdom of God on Earth.

The Holy Scriptures refer to the Christian Church as the Kingdom of God on Earth because the Church is expected to
reflect the ideal Kingdom of Heaven in her teaching and way of life (Matthew 3:2, Matthew 4:17, Matthew 6:10,
Matthew 6:33, Matthew 9:35, Matthew 18:3, Mark 10:14-15, Luke 12:32, Luke 17:21, John 3:5, John 18:36, Romans
14:17, 1 Corinthians 4:20, Colossians 1:12-22). The Kingdom of Heaven is described in the Holy Scriptures as a place
we enjoy perfect love, peace, justice, joy and happiness. Three parables of the wheat and weeds, mustard seeds, and
yeast are used to describe the nature of the Kingdom of heaven and her challenges in today’s Gospel.

Explaining the parable of the wheat and weeds in the field Jesus said:

“The one who sows the good seed is the Son of Man. The field is the world, and the good seed is the sons of the
kingdom. The weeds are the sons of the evil one, and the enemy who sowed them is the devil. The harvest is the
end of the age, and the reapers are angels. Just as the weeds are gathered and burned with fire, so will it be at the
end of the age. The Son of Man will send his angels, and they will gather out of his kingdom all causes of sin
and all law-breakers, and throw them into the fiery furnace” (Matthew 13:37-42).

In other words, Christ came to sow the seed of the Kingdom of heaven in the hearts of the people of the world through
his teachings and deeds. This seed is the seed of perfect love, peace, justice, joy and happiness. Immediately the seed of
the Kingdom started germinating in the world (via the hearts of the believers), the devil came and sowed the bad seed of
hatred, injustice, disunity, violence and unhappiness in the world to oppose the good seed. The parables of the mustard
seed and yeast indicate that the purpose of sowing the good seed is for it to expand and grow. We can say that the seed
has germinated and expanded to almost the entire world yet its growth in our hearts and world at large is still facing a
tremendous challenge from the bad seed of the devil. Thus, the Gospel of the agape love, justice and peace has been
preached to the entire world. Some have accepted it but many refused to accept or live it. Hence, the world is full of
good and bad people; peaceful and violent persons; lovable and hateful world. One of the questions these parables
challenge us to ask is why is God allowing evil to continue? More so, because of the impacts of evil in the world we
might have asked why does God allow bad people to live? We may as well ask why is God allowing me, a sinner, to
live? To answer these questions, the book of Wisdom in today’s first reading says that God is just in His judgement, and
lenient to all (Wisdom 12:16-19). Moreover, it is not God will for a sinner to die but to repent. Thus, He sent His only
Son to save the world and sinners and not to condemn them. As Christians, we are called to grow the see of salvation in
us, and to be sowers of the same seed of the Kingdom of Heaven through our words and deeds. Also, we are asked by St.
Paul in the second reading to seek the help of the Holy Spirit anytime we are challenged by the devil as we do this work.

DécimoSexto Domingo del Tiempo Ordinario
Evangelio: Mateo 13:24-43

Los desafios del reino de Dios en la tierra.

Las Sagradas Escrituras se refieren a la Iglesia Cristiana como el Reino de Dios en la Tierra porque se espera que la Iglesia
refleje el Reino del Cielo ideal en su ensefianza y forma de vida (Mateo 3: 2, Mateo 4:17, Mateo 6:10, Mateo 6:33, Mateo
9:35, Mateo 18: 3, Marcos 10: 14-15, Lucas 12:32, Lucas 17:21, Juan 3: 5, Juan 18:36, Romanos 14:17, 1 Corintios 4 : 20,
Colosenses 1: 12-22). El Reino de los Cielos se describe en las Sagradas Escrituras como un lugar donde disfrutamos del
amor perfecto, la paz, la justicia, la alegria y la felicidad. Tres parabolas del trigo y las malezas, las semillas de mostaza y la
levadura se usan para describir la naturaleza del Reino de los cielos y sus desafios en el Evangelio de hoy.

Al explicar la parabola del trigo y las malas hierbas en el campo, Jests dijo:

“El que siembra la buena semilla es el Hijo del hombre. El campo es el mundo, y la buena semilla son los hijos del reino. Las
malas hierbas son los hijos del maligno, y el enemigo que las sembro6 es el diablo. La cosecha es el fin de la era, y los
segadores son los angeles. Asi como las malezas se recogen y se queman con fuego, asi serd al final de la era. El Hijo del
Hombre enviara a sus angeles, y recogeran de su reino todas las causas del pecado y todos los que violan la ley, y los arrojaran
al horno de fuego ’(Mateo 13: 37-42).

En otras palabras, Cristo vino a sembrar la semilla del Reino de los cielos en los corazones de las personas del mundo a través
de sus ensefianzas y obras. Esta semilla es la semilla del amor perfecto, la paz, la justicia, la alegria y la felicidad.
Inmediatamente la semilla del Reino comenzd a germinar en el mundo (a través de los corazones de los creyentes), el diablo
vino y sembro la mala semilla del odio, la injusticia, la desunion, la violencia y la infelicidad en el mundo para oponerse a la
buena semilla. Las parabolas de la semilla de mostaza y la levadura indican que el propdsito de sembrar la buena semilla es
que se expanda y crezca. Podemos decir que la semilla ha germinado y se ha expandido a casi todo el mundo, sin embargo, su
crecimiento en nuestros corazones y en el mundo en general todavia enfrenta un tremendo desafio de la mala semilla del
diablo. Asi, el Evangelio del amor agape, la justicia y la paz ha sido predicado al mundo entero. Algunos lo han aceptado,
pero muchos se negaron a aceptarlo o vivirlo. Por lo tanto, el mundo esta lleno de gente buena y mala; personas pacificas y
violentas; mundo adorable y odioso. Una de las preguntas que estas parabolas nos desafian es: ;por qué Dios permite que
continde el mal? Mas atn, debido a los impactos del mal en el mundo, podriamos habernos preguntado ;por qué Dios permite
que vivan las personas malas? También podemos preguntarnos por qué Dios me permite a mi, un pecador, vivir. Para
responder a estas preguntas, el libro de Sabiduria en la primera lectura de hoy dice que Dios es justo en su juicio, e indulgente
con todos (Sabiduria 12: 16-19). Ademas, no es la voluntad de Dios que un pecador muera sino que se arrepienta. Por lo tanto,
envid a su unico Hijo para salvar al mundo y a los pecadores y no para condenarlos. Como cristianos, estamos llamados a
hacer crecer la vision de la salvacion en nosotros y a ser sembradores de la misma semilla del Reino de los Cielos a través de
nuestras palabras y obras. Ademas, San Pablo nos pide en la segunda lectura que busquemos la ayuda del Espiritu Santo cada
vez que el diablo nos desafia mientras hacemos este trabajo.
