Paul Bunyan Rifle and Sportsmen’s Club.  Mark Curtis reported that the four 
planning meetings are complete.  The upstairs will consist of a 50 ft x 60 ft. open area to 
be used as an air gun range.  The downstairs will be able to be sectioned off for three 
concurrent classes.  The price tag is now up to $1.5 million and the scope has 
increased to 6,500 sf.  The next step in the process is to take the concept drawings to 
the county planners for approval.  
 
Elections were held for the 2015 slate of officers.  Mark Curtis, Chip Kormas, and Jim 
Hillberg were re-elected as President, Vice President, and Director.  Mike Moran was 
elected as Recording Secretary.

Sportsmen’s Show from 21-25 January 2015.  Elections will be coming up in February.  
The WSMA Fundraising Banquet will be on Saturday, 28 March 2015.
