Aim: How did the U.S attempt to rebuild after the Civil War?

I. Reconstruction
· Effort to rebuild the southern states and restore the Union between 1865-1877

II. Plans of Reconstruction
   a. Lincoln’s Plan

· Southern states had never left the Union

· Granted pardons to all southerners who swore oaths to the U.S

· They had to adopt constitutions abolishing slavery

b. Johnson’s Plan
· Johnson followed Lincoln’s plan

· plan was too lenient allowing whites to control the South 

· New southern leaders passed the Black Codes. 

· laws restricted the freedom of former slaves 

   c. Radical Republicans
· Controlled Congress 

· Civil Rights Act of 1866: gave blacks equal rights with whites. 

· Freedmen’s Bureau Act of 1866 provided food, clothes, schooling jobs and protected their civil rights

· Johnson vetoed both laws, but the Congress override the President 

· The Congress impeached Johnson

· Senate fell one vote short of the two-thirds vote 

· Johnson lost political power

III. Radical Reconstruction
· division of the South into military districts controlled by the Army
· grant African-Americans the right to vote

· the south had to ratify the 14th Amendment

IV. State Governments during Reconstruction
· Confederate leaders barred from holding office and voting

· Republicans and  African-Americans headed the Southern gov’ts 

· scalawags: white southerners active in new gov’ts

· carpetbaggers: Republican northerners who came south to take part in Reconstruction

· southerners used terror and violence to keep blacks out of gov’t

V. New Constitutional Amendments and Laws
· Thirteenth Amendment- (1865) abolished slavery in the United States

· Fourteenth Amendment- (1868) established the citizenship of African Americans. 
· Fifteenth Amendment- (1870) declared that states could not keep citizens from voting because of “race, color, or previous condition of servitude.”
· Civil Rights Bill of 1875- all persons, regardless of race, were entitled to the full and equal accommodations of inns, public transportation, theaters,
