OLD BUSINESS:

NEW BUSINESS:
Trustee McKechan made a motion to approve Resolution 2021-1 relating to participation by Elected Officials in the Illinois Municipal Retirement Fund.  Second was made by Trustee Luehmann.  A roll call vote was taken.  All voted aye; the motion carried.
TOWN OFFICIAL’S COMMENTS: 
Supervisor Foster told the Board that he is looking to have a one provider trash pick-up for the Township.  He has gotten a response from one provider and he is waiting for the other two providers to respond.  He is asking each company to send a representative to a meeting and tell us why we should choose their company. He is looking for it to be cost effective for the taxpayers and the Township. 
Supervisor Foster said that the Township has purchased a vehicle for the Assessor’s Office.  The vehicle was purchased for one dollar from a County Program and will be in front of the township building on Thursday. 
PUBLIC INPUT:

Resident White asked what happened to the pump in Doubrey Slough.  Highway Commissioner Harper said that he had one of the laborers clean the slough out last week.  Supervisor Foster said the pump house belongs to Granite City.   Supervisor Foster said he would contact the Mayor of Granite City and see if he can get an answer to where the pump went.  He told Mr. White he would get an answer by next month and let him know.  If he got an answer earlier, he would go by his house to let him know.  Supervisor Foster asked if we could get an intergovernmental agreement for maintenance of slough.
Resident Wells asked a question about 3337 Fairmont Ave.  Whoever owns it has dug out the front and filled it in with rock.  Township Attorney Sedabres said she would look into who owned it.
Mr. Wells also asked about the sidewalks and ditches on College Ave.  He said the drains were supposed to be cleaned out.  Black Lane has flooded about three times in the last couple years.  He asked about the drain in front of his house.  Someone had come out and put a barricade over it.  He explained that it has a hole in the middle of the grate and needs to be fixed.
Mr. Wells wanted to know if anything was being done at the park.  Supervisor Foster said he has had people out to look at the fencing.  He would like to put more rocks in the play area, holes that need to be filled, and the concrete that needs to be cleaned.  He said he also would like to move the bar-b-que grill to the north side.   

There being no other business a motion was made by Trustee McKechan, second by Trustee Luehmann to adjourn the meeting until July 26, 2021 at 7 P.M.  A roll call vote was taken.  All voted aye; the motion carried.
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
