Where are the Best State Parks for Camping in Texas?

Want to experience gorgeous starry nights under the Texas sky? Seeking hidden waterfalls, vast
canyons, desert landscapes, magnificent sunset vistas, and crystal clear rivers? There are 89
state parks, historic sites and natural areas in Texas.

1. Palo Duro Canyon State Park

Located in the Texas Panhandle near Amarillo, readily accessible by car, motorhome, or fifth
wheel, this park is home to the second-largest canyon in the United States, making it a jaw-
dropping spot you won’t want to miss. It was formed by millions of years of water erosion by the
Prairie Dog Town Fork of the Red River and the West Texas wind. With a descent of some 800
feet to the canyon floor and more than 16 miles of paved road, Palo Duro Canyon State Park
offers fantastic scenic views, historical sites and markers, picnic tables, public restrooms and
showers, miles and miles of hiking and biking trails, horseback riding, a souvenir shop with grill,
and a variety of camping & parking areas suitable for day trips, overnight tent camping, or
extended stays in the largest of campers and motorhomes.

2. Lake Mineral Wells State Park

In the heart of Texas, just an hour west of Fort Worth, Lake Mineral Wells State Park is a gem for
outdoor lovers. This park is famous for its 20-mile trailway, perfect for hiking, biking, and even
horseback riding. Rock climbers flock here to tackle the park’s challenging routes, and the lake
itself is a perfect spot for fishing and boating, with catfish, sunfish, and bass ready to bite.

3. Caddo Lake State Park

Caddo Lake State Park, situated in East Texas near the Louisiana border, offers a magical escape
into a mystical world of Spanish moss-draped cypress trees and bayous. It is home to the largest
cypress forest in the world.

This mysterious and beautiful park is a paradise for paddlers, with a maze of waterways to
explore by canoe or kayak. Fishing enthusiasts will find plenty of opportunities to catch
largemouth bass, crappie, and catfish in the shadowy waters. The park’s hiking trails offer a
chance to spot local wildlife, including alligators and over 200 species of birds.

Caddo Lake State Park

4. Monahans Sandhills State Park

Monahans Sandhills State Park is like a desert oasis in West Texas, where vast sand dunes
create a landscape that feels more like the Sahara than Texas. While the park may seem barren
at first glance, it’s home to a surprising array of plant and animal life, adapted to the harsh, sandy
environment. The park also provides a unique camping experience, with RV sites and primitive
campsites that let you sleep under the stars surrounded by dunes.

Monahans Sandhills State Park

5. Garner State Park

Garner State Park, located in the Texas Hill Country, is famous for its crystal-clear Frio River,
perfect for swimming, tubing, and kayaking. And don’t forget to visit in the fall when the leaves
turn red and orange and ignite the place in color. Hikers can explore over 16 miles of picturesque
trails, with the Old Baldy Trail offering panoramic views of the surrounding hills. In the summer,
join the tradition of evening dances under the stars at the park pavilion—a favorite activity since
the 1940s.
