Current Traditions

  

About 3450 years ago, YaHuWaH Elohim descended upon Mt. Sinai and gave instructions (Hebrew - Torah) to Moses. These instructions are recorded in the first five books of the bible.

  

The Jewish Situation
 

Included in those instructions was the instruction not to add to, or take from, the original instructions. Over the course of the next fourteen centuries the original instructions were gradually added to, little by little, in the form of traditions. Around 3 BC, YaHuWaH Elohim again descended to earth in the form of His Son, YAHUSHUA (Jesus). YAHUSHUA of Nazareth had many encounters with the religious leaders of His day, and those religious leaders viewed Him as a sinner because YAHUSHUA didn't follow their man made religious traditions.
 

YaHuWaH Elohim, the God of the Hebrews, was directly confronting His people through YAHUSHUA His Son. The sins of the religious leaders were being exposed to them, but they were completely blind to the exposure. They counted their traditions, such as the washing of hands before a meal, as having the weight and authority of the commandments of the Almighty Elohim. The mistaking of man made traditions for supreme authority led the religious leaders to crucify their own Savior. Some say that the final straw was when YAHUSHUA actually mentioned the Name of His Father, YaHuWaH Elohim, instead of considering it ineffable according to Jewish tradition.
 

If YAHUSHUA the Messiah were to arrive today and visit His Jewish people as a peaceable man, He would again be rejected as being their Messiah. There are many more Hebrew traditions today than there were 2000 years ago. He just wouldn't be acceptable with the modern Jewish Rabbinical society which has now replaced more of the instructions of YaHuWaH Elohim with man made traditions. 

  

The Current Christian Situation
 

If YAHUSHUA the Messiah were to walk into a church today, He probably would ask why the people were meeting on Sunday instead of on the Sabbath the previous day. He would instruct the church to meet on the Sabbath (sunset Friday to sunset Saturday), and to stop observing Christmas and Easter. He would instruct them to begin observing the days appointed to be observed by His Father YaHuWaH Elohim. Those appointed days are the Passover, the Feast of Unleavened Bread, the Day of First Fruits, the Feast of Shavuot, the Day of Trumpets, the Day of Atonement, and the Feast of Sukkot (Ingathering). The Pastor would probably have YAHUSHUA escorted from the church and barred from re-entering.
 

Isn't it strange that our own Messiah and His message would be so foreign to many of us?

 

  

The Problem
 

The rejection of the Son of YaHuWaH Elohim 2000 years ago by the Jewish leaders resulted in His crucifixion. This was in the plan of YaHuWaH Elohim, sending His Son the first time to the earth as a man of peace and a sacrificial lamb.
 

Also in the plan of YaHuWaH Elohim is the sending of His Son a second time for executing judgment upon the people and all the nations of the earth. That plan of judgment will occur at a set time in our future, and is described in many books of the prophets.
 

The problem for each of us immediately as Jews, Christians, Muslims, Hindus, Wiccans, Atheists, etc., is that YAHUSHUA won't be arriving as a peaceable lamb this time who will be rejected and ignored by those who don't agree with Him. He will arrive as a King of kings executing judgment under the supreme authority of His Father, the Ruler of the universe, YaHuWaH Elohim. The ongoing rejection of the commands of the Ruler of the universe by each of us as individuals will result in judgment being executed upon each of us individually. Our repentance has been commanded, and is necessary for our salvation.
