The Caddo Lake National Wildlife Refuge An 8,493-acre protected area of Texas managed G55 R
Wildlife Service as part of the National Wildlife Refuge System. It is located along Caddo Lake in East Texas

There is a six-mile-long driving trail offering native grasses, birdhouses, feeders, duck boxes and bat houses/nurseries.

There are many wildlife observation areas on the refuge. Over 216 recorded resident and migratory bird species.

You are welcome to enjoy the many open paved and gravel roads within the refuge as they are great for wildlife watching and
hiking. An old railroad right-of-way is today a 9-mile nature trail. In addition to the Wildlife Observation Trail, several shorter
trails are available for your enjoyment.

Free of charge, seven days a week from sunrise to sunset.

Come prepared! Mosquitoes and deer flies can be abundant, so insect repellent is recommended.

Be on the look-out for poison ivy.
