  Ronnie currently resides in austintown with his three pets; a dog 

named Harley, a python named Amara, and his rabbit Gonner. 

  Ronnie, or Ron as he is also referred to, began coaching at the age 

of 14 and is currently the Team OGI Assistant Competitive Team 

Director. Ronnie currently teaches all levels of instruction at OGI and 

is also a Junior National Rated Men’s Judge. Upon graduating from 

Fitch High School in 2002, Ronnie went on to attend The Ohio State 

University, where he received a full ride gymnastics scholarship! 

Ronnie recently returned to our area after spending 7 years in 

Columbus, where he taught at Hocking Valley Gymnastics and 

Integrity Gymnastics. Ronnie majored in Ancient Greek Mythology at 

OSU, where he also assisted with the OSU Men’s Gymnastics 

Coaching staff at the Steelewood Gymnastics Training Facility. 

  While at OSU, Ronnie trained side by side with 4 time Olympian 

Blaine Wilson, 3 time Olympians Paul and Morgan Hamm, and 

Olympian Raj Bahvsar. During his career at OSU, Ronnie trained 

under OSU head coach and 4 time Olympic Assistant Coach Miles 

Avery. 

  During his NCAA career at OSU, Ronnie became the first ever 

Ohio State NCAA High Bar Champion in 2005. In the 75+ years as an 

NCAA division I sport, no gymnast from OSU was ever able to the 

win the title, including 7 prior Olympians! Ronnie was also a 5 time 

NCAA All American for OSU. 

  During his career, Ronnie compiled the best USA Gymnastics 

competitive record ever for any gymnast from the Mahoning Valley. A 

5 time competitor at the USA Gymnastics National Championships, 

Ronnie just missed qualifying to the 2004 Olympic Trials by 2 places, 

falling just .8 of a point short of every gymnasts dream. 

  In the future, Ronnie’s goals include making the National Team 

and creating a boys team that is consistently competitive at the state 

championships!
