Father Sam’s Corner
Sixth Sunday of Easter
Gospel: John 14:23-29

My dear brothers and sisters, the words of God speak to us today both as humans and as believers. As
humans the words of God in the Gospels reminds us that our knowledge is limited. There are many things
we have the knowledge of, and others things we don’t have their knowledge. Too, we might know
something but we lack the knowledge of how, where and when to apply it properly. As humans, our
memory is limited as well. Often we forget what we learned in the past. We need somebody to educate
us on what we don’t have the knowledge of or to remind us what we have forgotten. Even when we know
the right things to do often we lack the strength to do them. There are numerous problems facing us we
don’t even understand, not to talk of knowing how to solve them. Jesus knew his disciples were humans
and would face all the above challenges when he had gone back to his heavenly Father, so he promised
them that: “The Advocate, the Holy Spirit, whom the Father will send in my name, will teach you
everything and remind you of all that I told you. Peace I leave with you; my peace I give to you. Not as
the world gives do I give it to you” (John 14:23-29).

Jesus knew that his disciples would face persecution, and under their trial they might suffer the loss of
many of his teachings, guidance and encouragement. So he promised them he would be with them in
such times of need in the Holy Spirit the Father will send in his name which is referred in today’s Gospel
as the Advocate. In other words he was promising them saying, even in my physical absence, when you
find yourselves in any trouble do not be afraid. The Holy Spirit who is your advocate will be there to
assist you to solve the problem. This is to say, don’t be afraid for whatever you don’t know the Holy
Spirit will teach. What you can’t remember He will remind you. Even when they persecute you or stand
you in front of a judge, the Holy Spirit will be there as your advocate or attorney to set you free. As
Christians Jesus went further to promise his disciples that as long as they keep his words and remain in
him, he will remain in them to fulfill all these promises.

My dear brethren, as humans and Christians we face one or more of the above mentioned problems in life.
As Christians what today’s message is asking us to do whenever we find ourselves in such situation is to
first ask ourselves do we keep Christ’s words and is Christ in us. If we have not been keeping his words
we ask the Holy Spirit for the strength to keep his words so that Christ will be in us, and we in him. If we
have been keeping his words and Christ is in us, then we ask him whatever we need with faith and remain
patient and steadfast until the Holy Spirit, the Advocate comes to help us.

Sexto Domingo de Pascua
Evangelio: Juan 14:23-29

Mis queridos hermanos y hermanas, las palabras de Dios nos hablan hoy a nosotros como
humanos y como creyentes. Como seres humanos, las palabras de Dios en los Evangelios nos
recuerdan que nuestro conocimiento es limitado. Hay muchas cosas de las que tenemos el
conocimiento, y otras cosas de las que no tenemos el conocimiento de ellos. También,
podemos saber algo pero nos falta el conocimiento de cémo, donde y cudndo aplicarlo
correctamente. Como humanos, nuestra memoria también es limitada. A menudo olvidamos lo
que aprendimos en el pasado. Necesitamos a alguien que nos eduque sobre lo que no sabemos
o que nos recuerde lo que hemos olvidado. Incluso cuando sabemos las cosas correctas que
debemos hacer, a menudo nos falta la fuerza para hacerlas.
