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How do I print my license?

Go to the Sircon website and select “Print a license” from the list on the left.

There’s no fee for the first 30 days after your license is approved or renewed or
if you sign up for free Sircon for Individuals account.

Select individual or firm license and Texas from the state menu. Enter:

+ Last 4 digits of your Social Security number
* Last name
* License number

If you don’t remember your license number, click on the lookup link. You can
also get your number from TDI's search and renewal page.

Verify that the license information is correct and click “continue.”
Your license will be displayed, including a wallet-sized version. Click “submit.”
Click “print” from the toolbar at the top of the page.

Voila! Now it's up to you to find the perfect frame to show off your insurance
know-how.
