Bloomfield Police Department

Monthly Report for May 2016
This is the monthly report for the Month of May 2016 from the Bloomfield Police Department.  It is the police department’s goal to keep the citizens of Bloomfield Township/Village informed as to the police department’s activities, statistics, and community projects.  It is very important that the citizens be aware of the various concerns that have and are occurring within our community.

On Saturday, May 1, 2016 at approximately 1:06am officers responded to the intersection of Hwy H and Hwy 120 for a single vehicle versus traffic light/light pole property damage accident.  At the conclusion of the investigation a 57-year-old male subject was arrested for operating a motor vehicle while intoxicated 1st offense.  Additionally, the male was issued Uniform Traffic Citations for driving too fast for conditions and operating with a prohibited alcohol concentration.
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On Monday, May 2, 2016 at approximately 5:01pm officers executed a traffic stop in the area of Clover Road and Grove Road for a traffic violation.  At the conclusion of the traffic stop the 51-year-old male driver was arrested and confined in the Walworth County Jail for operating a motor vehicle while intoxicated.  Charges of operating a motor vehicle while intoxicated 5th offense, operating with a prohibited alcohol concentration, operating after revocation and operating a motor vehicle without a required ignition interlock device were forwarded to the Walworth County District Attorney’s office.
On Monday, May 2, 2016 at approximately 8:21pm officers responded to a report of an intoxicated driver southbound on Hwy H which ultimately stopped in the parking lot of the Pub & Grub on Clover Road.  Officers made contact with the 35-year-old female driver.  At the conclusion of the investigation the female driver was arrested and confined in the Walworth County Jail.  Charges of operating a motor vehicle while intoxicated 4th offense and operating with a prohibited alcohol concentration were forwarded to the Walworth County District Attorney’s office.  Additionally, a charge of throw/discharge bodily fluid at a public safety worker has also been forwarded to the Walworth County District Attorney’s office after the female spit on the arresting officer.

On Monday, May 9, 2016 at approximately 5:06am officers responded to a report of a vehicle crash on Hwy 12 in the area of Clover Road.  Upon arrival officers discovered that the operator had fled the scene.  At the conclusion of the investigation a 36-year-old male was issued Uniform Traffic Citations for operating left of center, operate motor vehicle without insurance, hit & run property damage adjacent to highway and failure to notify police of an accident.  Additionally, the male was issued non-traffic citations for possession of marijuana and possession of drug paraphernalia.
On Friday, May 27, 2016 at approximately 8:54pm officers responded to Lakewood Estates Golf Course located off of Brevers Lane for a vehicle driving across the golf course.  At the conclusion of the investigation a 37-year-old male driver was arrested for operating a motor vehicle while intoxicated 1st offense.  Additionally, the male was issued a Non-Traffic Citation for trespass to land.

On Sunday, May 29, 2016 at approximately 7:10am officers responded to a residence on Circle Drive within the Village of Bloomfield for a report of a motor vehicle theft.  Officers responded to the residence where the necessary information was obtained for the complaint and to enter the vehicle as stolen.   The stolen vehicle was recovered by the Chicago Police Department on Tuesday, May 31, 2016 after it had been involved in a hit & run crash in their city.  This incident remains under investigation.

On Sunday, May 29, 2016 at approximately 9:14pm officers responded to a residence on Locust Road for a report of a theft from an open garage.  At the conclusion of the investigation a 60-year-old female was issued non-traffic citations for criminal trespass to dwelling and theft – movable property.

On Monday, May 30, 2016 at approximately 11:24pm officers executed a traffic stop on Hwy 120 after observing a vehicle illegally cross the divided highway.  At the conclusion of the investigation a 29-year-old male was arrested for operating a motor vehicle while intoxicated 1st offense.  Additionally, the driver was issued a Uniform Traffic Citation for illegal crossing of a divided hwy. 

During the month of May 2016 officers from the Bloomfield Police Department affected 5 arrests for warrants issued by the Bloomfield Municipal Court satisfying approximately $2,050.00 in outstanding forfeitures.

During the month of May 2016 the Bloomfield Police Department responded to 990 calls for service compared to 733 calls for service during the month of May 2015.  During the month of May 2016 the police department affected 162 arrests for various violations of Bloomfield Municipal Ordinances and Wisconsin State Statutes compared to 69 arrests during the month of May 2015.
