County District 4 Commissioner Adam Stacey was present and
reported the following:

a.) The Clinton County 9-1-1 system requires an $8 million
project to upgrade to the next generation P25 standard. To raise
the funds for the project, the County Commissioners are putting
the issue on the March 2020 ballot. In the proposal, the
$2.75/device would be reduced to $1.50/device with a .85 mill tax
increase to bond the $8 million over 10 years to upgrade the
system.
