• Up to 77% of elementary-age students in the Wausau and DC Ever-
est schools qualify for Federal Free and Reduced Lunch.  

• Unmet nutritional needs make it very difficult for children to learn, 
pay attention in class, and behave properly to retain knowledge 

• Each week we pack and send out nearly 1,100 packs to 14 different 
schools in the DC Everest and Wausau School Districts 

TYPICAL BACKPACK FOOD ITEMS 

• The backpacks include two breakfast items, two snacks and two lunches of 
easy to prepare food items such as oatmeal, granola bars, and mac & 
cheese.
