The municipal officers (ie., selectpersons/council) adopt the local Gemeral Assistamce
rdinance and yearly Appendices, even in town meeting communities. The law requires that
the municipal officers adopt the ordinance and/or Appendices affer netice and hearing. Seven
days posted notice is recommended, unless local law (or practice) provides otherwise.

At the hearing, the municipal officers should:

Allow all interested members of the public an opportunity to comment on the proposed
ordinance;

End public discussion, close the hearing; and

Move and vote to adopt the ordinance either in its posted form or as amended in light of public

discussion.
