7 A Samaritan woman came to draw water, and Jesus said to her,
“Give me a drink.” & (His disciples had gone to the city to buy food.)
9The Samaritan woman said to him, “How is it that you, a Jew, ask
a drink of me, a woman of Samaria?” (Jews do not share things in
common with Samaritans.)® Jesus answered her, “If you knew the
gift of God, and who it is that is saying to you, ‘Give me a drink, you
would have asked him, and he would have given you living water.”
"The woman said to him, “Sir, you have no bucket, and the well is
deep. Where do you get that living water? '? Are you greater than
our ancestor Jacob, who gave us the well, and-with his sons and his
flocks drank from it?” ' Jesus said to her, “Everyone whao drinks of
this water will be thirsty again, ™ but those who drink of the water
that | will give them will never be thirsty.

What
you have said is true! " 1* The woman said to him, “Sir, | see that you
are a prophet. 2° Qur ancestors worshiped on this mountain, but
you say that the place where people must worship is in Jerusalem.”
21 Jesus said-to her, “VWoman, believe me, the hour is coming

when you will worship the Father neither on this mountain nor in
Jerusalem.
