The Eucharist is the deepest and fullest sign of unity within the Roman Catholic
Faith. We believe that the Risen Christ is really present in the bread and wine of communion, so to receive Holy Communion is to eat and drink
the Body and Blood of the Risen Christ. It also expresses a deliberate union (communion) with the Catholic Church. Active members of the
Catholic Church, that is, those who participate regularly in Sunday Mass, in their home parish, receive communion—the Bread of Life and the
Cup of Eternal Salvation. Baptized fellow Christians: Catholics believe that the celebration of the Eucharist (Mass) is a sign of the reality of the
oneness of faith, life and worship. Members of Christian Churches with whom the Catholic Church is not fully united, ordinarily do not receive
communion at a Catholic Mass (as Catholics do not receive communion in other Christian Churches). Eucharistic sharing in exceptional
circumstances requires permission of the priest. For persons of other faiths: Those of faith traditions other than the Christian faith, do not receive
Communion. With them we pray for the peace and unity of the human family.
