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"What does the Bible say about diligence?" 
 

 Diligence, or steady perseverance in oneɅs eϜort, 
results in careful, energetic, and persistent work. Diligent 
people get the job done. They donɅt quit until they have 
given it their all. The Bible uses the word diligence in 
several ways, and it is always in a positive sense. 
 
 Diligence is mentioned a couple of times in the book of 
Proverbs. A proverb is a short saying that expresses a 
general truth for practical living, and the truth about 
diligence is that it is good for us: 
 
 ɈLazy hands make for poverty, but diligent hands bring 
wealthɉ (Proverbs 10:4)

"What does the Bible say about forgiveness?  
What does it mean to forgive?" 

 
 The Bible never gives a Ɉdictionaryɉ deɲnition of 
forgiveness, but it shows us many examples of it. The 
greatest of all examples is the forgiveness of God. Although 
the following passage does not use the word forgive, it 
describes the concept of GodɅs forgiveness perfectly: 
 
 Psalm 103:8ɀ12: The Lord is compassionate and 
gracious, slow to anger, abounding in love. He will not 
always accuse, nor will he harbor his anger forever; he does 
not treat us as our sins deserve or repay us according to our 
iniquities. For as high as the heavens are above the earth, 
so great is his love for those who fear him; as far as the east 
is from the west, so far has he removed our transgressions 
from us.

"What is Pentecost Sunday?" 
 

 Pentecost Sunday is a commemoration and 
celebration of the receiving of the Holy Spirit by the early 
church. John the Baptist prophesied of the ɲrst Pentecost 
when Jesus would baptize with the Holy Spirit and with ɲre 
(Matthew 3:11). Jesus conɲrmed this prophecy with the 
promise of the Holy Spirit to the disciples in John 14:26. He 
showed Himself to these men after His death on the cross 
and His resurrection, giving convincing proofs that He was 
alive. Jesus told the disciples to wait in Jerusalem for the 
FatherɅs gift of the Holy Spirit, from whom they would 
receive power to be His witnesses to the ends of the earth 
(Acts 1:3-8). After JesusɅ ascension to heaven, the men 
returned to Jerusalem and joined together in prayer in an

 Procrastination is Ɉthe act of willfully delaying the 
doing of something that should be done,ɉ and in some 
people it is a habitual way of handling any task.

 Sometimes, procrastination is the result of laziness, 
and the Bible has plenty to say about that. The Bible 
commends hard work and industry (Proverbs 12:24; 13:4) 
and warns against sloth and slackness (Proverbs 15:19; 
18:9). One cure for procrastination is more diligence, 
regardless of the task. The Christian should be supremely 
motivated to be diligent in his work, since he is ultimately 
serving the Lord. ɈWhatever you do, work at it with all your

There are various names of God, many of which enumerate the various qualities of a Supreme Being. The English word "god" (and its equivalent in other 
languages) is used by multiple religions as a noun or name to refer to different deities, or specifically to the Supreme Being, as denoted in English by the 
capitalized and uncapitalized terms "God" and "god". Ancient cognate equivalents for the biblical Hebrew Elohim, one of the most common names of God in 
the Bible, include proto-Semitic El, biblical Aramaic Elah, and Arabic 'ilah. The personal or proper name for God in many of these languages may either be 
distinguished from such attributes, or homonymic. For example, in Judaism the tetragrammaton is sometimes related to the ancient Hebrew ehyeh ("I will be"). 
In the Hebrew Bible (Exodus 3:14), Yahweh, the personal name of God, is revealed directly to Moses. Correlation between various theories and interpretation 
of the name of "the one God", used to signify a monotheistic or ultimate Supreme Being from which all other divine attributes derive, has been a subject of 
ecumenical discourse between Eastern and Western scholars for over two centuries. In Christian theology the word is considered a personal and a proper name 
of God. On the other hand, the names of God in a different tradition are sometimes referred to by symbols. The question whether divine names used by 
different religions are equivalent has been raised and analyzed.

Liturgy or liturgical comes from the Greek word ñleitougiaò that means public service.  Thus, liturgical refers to the rites or forms 
prescribed for use in public worship.  Colors add brightness, variety, and visual appeal for the worshiper and Christian believer.  
But beyond this is the wealth of meaning and theological interpretation wrapped up in in the colors used during the various sea-
sons.  Below are the prevalent colors and their liturgical interpretations. 
 
Purple (violet or lilac) is the color used to denote royalty, praying, fasting, and penitence.  It represents a symbol of the majesty 
of Christ, and Jesusô humanity, suffering, and fasting.  Advent and Lent are seasons when this color is used. 
 
Green is symbolic of the freshness of nature, hope, life, and growth.  It is used during The Season After Epiphany and King-
domtide.  Some denominations use green during The Season after Pentecost. 
 
White is symbolic of light, joy, purity, glory, and the bright light of truth.  It is used during Christmas/Christmastide, Epiphany 
(January 6), Baptism of the Lord Sunday, Transfiguration of the Lord Sunday, Maundy Thursday (if Holy Communion is cele-
brated), Easter/Eastertide, Ascension Day/Sunday, Trinity Sunday, and Christ the King Sunday.  It is appropriately used for 
Consecrations, Baptisms, Marriages, and Holy Communion. 
 
Red is symbolic of loyalty, power, witness, Christian zeal, blood, fire, the work and ministry of the Church, and the Holy Spirit.  
It is used on Pentecost, for some The Season After Pentecost, and Church anniversaries, dedications, and ordinations.  The 
color red is appropriate for year-round use if there is no other color available. 
 
Black represents grief, sorrow, mourning, or death.  It is used on Good Friday and sometimes for funerals.  (Some prefer to 
use white for funerals to celebrate the homegoing of a loved one.) 
 
Gold is the color denoting worth, virtue, glory to God, and Christian might.  It was one of the gifts given to the Baby Jesus by 
the Magi (Wise Men).  The Kingship of the Christ Child and the price Jesus paid on Calvary is also represented in this color. 
 

Other Colors 
 
Blue is an alternate liturgical color that is symbolic of hope.  It is often used as an alternate color to purple during Advent by 
some denominations. 
 
Kente Cloth is being used by many African-American congregations as a parament.  It is also used on clergy and choir robes 
or liturgical stoles.  Most of the kente cloth contains several of the liturgical colors.  Kente Cloth is a strong woven fabric from 
the West African country of Ghana.  Its name comes from the word ñkentenò referring to that which cannot be torn under any 
circumstances.  It is woven in narrow four inch strips and stitched together to make the desired width of the fabric.  Traditional-
ly, this cloth carried symbolic designs that indicated a preverb or special message.  In addition to the meaning wrapped up in 
the colors, it also represents the commitment of believers not to allow anything to separate them from the love of God and a 
reminder to hold on to oneôs heritage. 

CHRϥSTϥAN SEASONS 

EASTERTϥDE 
 

Eastertide covers a ɲfty-day period (six Sundays) that challenges persons to reɳect on the resurrection of Jesus.  
Ascension Day is celebrated the sixth Thursday after Easter and commemorates the last manifestation of Jesus to His 
followers after the resurrection. (Luke 24:50-51 and Acts 1:2-11.)  Ascension Sunday is the Sunday following Ascension 
Day.  The season ends with the Day of Pentecost. 
 
Color: White is the appropriate color for the season, with gold as an accent color.  White is symbolic of light, joy, purity, 
glory, and the bright light of truth. 
 
 

THE SEASON AFTER PENECOST 
 
The Season After Pentecost covers 10-14 Sundays.  The liturgical color is red for the Season After Pentecost. 
 
Trinity Sunday is the ɲrst Sunday after the day of Pentecost.  This Sunday emphasizes the three-fold manifestation of the 
Godhead (God the Father, God the Son, and God the Holy Spirit/Ghost): three and yet one.  White is the appropriate 
color. 
 
Color: Red is symbolic of loyalty, power, witness, Christian zeal, blood, ɲre, the work and ministry of the Church, and the 
Holy Spirit.   
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 Remember: The Daniel Fast will 
lead to spiritual insight. "... to these 
young men God gave 
knowledge" (Daniel 1: 17) 
 

Guidelines for Daniel Fast 
 

Foods We May Eat 
 
 After answering hundreds of 
questions about the Daniel Fast on the 
blog, ϥ developed these food 
guidelines. My hope is that it will serve 
as a more complete list. The original 
list used by many people was issued in 
a book about fasting. ϥ know the author 
tried to do the best he could, but that 
isnɅt the same as getting hundreds of 
questions seeking clariɲcation. 
 
 Please make sure to READ THE 
LABEL when purchasing packaged, 
canned or bottled foods. They should 
be sugar-free and chemical-free. Keep 
this in mind as you review this list of 
acceptable foods. Look for the list of 
ingredients on the label (not the 
nutritional value) to make sure all the 
ingredients comply with the Daniel Fast 
Guidelines. 
 
 Foods to include in your eating 
plan during the Daniel Fast 
 
 All fruits. These can be fresh, 
frozen, dried, juiced or canned. Fruits 
include but are apples, apricots, 
bananas, blackberries, blueberries, 
boysenberries, cantaloupe, cherries, 
cranberries, ɲgs, grapefruit, grapes, 
guava, honeydew melon, kiwi, lemons, 
limes, mangoes, nectarines, oranges, 
papayas, peaches, pears, pineapples, 
plums, prunes, raisins, raspberries, 
strawberries, tangelos, tangerines, 
watermelon 
 
 All vegetables. These can be fresh, 
frozen, dried, juiced or canned. 
Vegetables include but are artichokes, 

asparagus, beets, broccoli, Brussels 
sprouts, cabbage, carrots, cauliɳower, 
celery, chili peppers, collard greens, 
corn, cucumbers, eggplant, garlic, 
ginger root, kale, leeks, lettuce, 
mushrooms, mustard greens, okra, 
onions, parsley, potatoes, radishes, 
rutabagas, scallions, spinach, sprouts, 
squashes, sweet potatoes, tomatoes, 
turnips, watercress, yams, zucchini, 
veggie burgers are an option if you are 
not allergic to soy. 
 
 All whole grains, including whole 
wheat, brown rice, millet, quinoa, oats, 
barley, grits, whole wheat pasta, whole 
wheat tortillas, rice cakes and popcorn. 
 
 All nuts and seeds, including 
sunɳower seeds, cashews, peanuts, 
sesame. Also nut butters including 
peanut butter.  
 
 All legumes. These can be canned 
or dried. Legumes include dried beans, 
pinto beans, split peas, lentils, black 
eyed peas, kidney beans, black beans, 
cannellini beans, white beans. 
 
 All quality oils including olive, 
canola, grape seed, peanut, and 
sesame. 
 
 Beverages: spring water, distilled 
water or other pure waters.  
 
 Other: tofu, soy products, vinegar, 
seasonings, salt, herbs and spices.  
 
Note: Unsweetened plant-based 
milks and juices can be used in 
recipes or on cereal, but the only 
beverage on the Daniel Fast is 
water. 
 
 
 
 
 
 

Foods to avoid on the Daniel Fast  
 
 All meat, animal, ɲsh and seafood 
products including beef, lamb, pork, 
poultry, ɲsh and shellɲsh. 
 
 All dairy products including milk, 
cheese, cream, butter, and eggs. 
 
 All sweeteners including sugar, 
raw sugar, date sugar, honey, syrups, 
molasses, cane juice, date honey, and 
stevia.  
 
 All leavened bread including 
Ezekiel Bread (it contains yeast and 
honey) and baked goods. 
 
 All leavening agents including 
yeast, baking soda and baking powder. 
 
 All reɲned and processed foods 
products including artiɲcial ɳavorings, 
food additives, chemicals, white rice, 
white ɳour, and foods that contain 
artiɲcial preservatives. 
 
All deep-fried foods including potato 
chips, French fries, corn chips.  
 
All solid fats including shortening, 
margarine, lard and foods high in fat.  
 
Beverages including coϜee, tea, herbal 
teas, carbonated beverages, energy 
drinks, and alcohol.  
 
Remember, READ THE LABELS so you 
are aware of the ingredients in the 
package.!

1. The Daniel Fast involves a spiritual commitment to God. 
"Daniel proposed in his heart that he would not deɲle 
himself with the portion of the Kings delicacies, nor with the 
wine which he drank." (Daniel 1: 8) 

 
2. Faith is foundational to the Daniel Fast. 
"Then ϥ set my face toward my God to make request by 
prayer and supplications, with fasting" ( Daniel. 9:30 
"However, this kind does not go out except by prayer and 
fasting" (Matthew 17: 21) 

3. Fast and yield yourself to God as a servant. 
Daniel said, "as you see ɲt, deal with your servants" (Daniel 
1:13) 
 
4. Schedule your prayer / And end with thanksgiving.  
Daniel "kneeled upon his knees three times a day, and 
prayed, and gave thanks" (Daniel 6: 10) 
 
5. Begin with confession, (repentance), dedication, and 
prayer-"Search me, O God, and know my heart; Try me, and 
know my anxieties; And see if there is any wicked way in 
me, And lead me in the way of everlasting" (Psalm 39: 23-
24) 

FASTϥNG 
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10 Practical Guidelines on Fasting 
By Charles Ng of Singapore 

 
1.Enter into fasting with a positive faith.  
If you are determined to seek God 
diligently by fasting, you have a 
Scriptural right to expect that God will 
reward you.  In Matthew 6:18, Jesus 
promises to every believer who fasts 
correctly: ñyour father who sees what is 
done in secret will reward you.ò 
 
2. Do not wait for an emergency to drive 
you to fast.  It is better to begin fasting 
when you are spiritually up than down.  
The law of progress in Godôs Kingdom is 
from ñstrength to strengthò (Ps. 84:7), 
ñfrom faith to faithò (Rom. 1:17), and from 
ñglory to gloryò (2Cor. 3:18). 
 
3. Do not set for yourself too long a 
period of fasting.  If you are fasting for 
the first time, begin by omitting one or 
two meals.  Then, move on to longer 
periods such as a day or two.  It is better 
to begin with a short period and 
achieving it than to do a long period of 
fasting and not achieving it. 

 
4. During your period of fasting, feed on 
Godôs Word, the Bible.  Where possible, 
read a portion of Scripture before each 
period of prayer.  The Psalms are 
especially helpful. 
 
5. Avoid boastfulnessðapart from 
special periods of prayer, your life should 
be as normal as possible. 
 
6. Check on your motives each time you 
fast.  Take time to read Isaiah 58. 
 
7. If you are on regular medication or 
suffer from diabetes or TB, it is wise to 
obtain medical advice before entering 
into any fast. 
 
8. As you enter fast, you might suffer 
discomfort, unpleasant physical 
symptoms such as dizziness or nausea.  
Do not be deterred.  Go through with the 
fast as planned.  After the first day or 
two, these unpleasant physical reactions 
usually subside. 
 
9. Remember that hunger is purely a 

matter of habit.  If you hold out, the 
sensation of hunger will go away.  
Sometimes you can fool your stomach by 
drinking a glass of water instead of 
snacking. 
 
10. Guard against constipation.  Before 
and after fasting, choose meals that will 
help you in this respect such as fresh 
fruits, fruit juices, dried figs, prunes, 
apricots, or oatmeal. 
 
Total Fast: Abstaining from solid foods 
for 24 hours.  Taking only water. 
 
Partial fast: Abstaining from solid foods 
for an extended part of the day, e.g. from 
7:00 am until 7:00 PM. Taking only 
water. 
 
1 Meal Fast: Sacrificing one full meal a 
day, e.g. Abstaining from lunch. 
 
Daniel Fast: Abstaining from meals and 
other delicacies.  Taking only small 
portions of fresh vegetables, fruit and 
juices.

Devotional Reading: Genesis 15:1-6 
 

Background Scripture: Romans 4 
 

EXALT! 
 
Declaration: Romans 4:13-25 
 
GodɅs Promise Realized through Faith 
 13 For the promise that he would inherit the world 
did not come to Abraham or to his descendants 
through the law but through the righteousness of 
faith.  14 For if it is the adherents of the law who are 
to be the heirs, faith is null and the promise is void.  15 
For the law brings wrath, but where there is no law, 
neither is there transgression.   
 
 16 For this reason the promise depends on faith, in 
order that it may rest on grace, so that it may be 
guaranteed to all his descendants, not only to the 
adherents of the law but also to those who share the 
faith of Abraham (who is the father of us all, 17 as it is 
written, Ɉϥ have made you the father of many 
nationsɉ), in the presence of the God in whom he 
believed, who gives life to the dead and call into 
existence the things that do not exist.  18 Hoping 
against hope, he believed that he would become Ɉthe 
father of many nations,ɉ according to what was said, 
ɈSo shall your descendants be.ɉ  19 He did not weaken 
in faith when he considered his own body, which was 
already as good as dead (for he was about a hundred 
years old), and the barrenness of SarahɅs womb.  20 No 
distrust made waver concerning the promise of God.  
But he grew strong in his faith as he gave glory to 
God, 21 being fully convinced that God was able to do 
what he had promised.  22 Therefore Ɉit was reckoned 
to him as righteousness.ɉ  23 Now the words, Ɉit was 
reckoned to him,ɉ  were written not for his sake alone 
24 but for ours also.  ϥt will be reckoned to us who 
believe in him who raised Jesus our Lord from the 
dead, 25 who was handed over for our trespasses and 
was raised for our justiɲcation. 
 
 
Aʛrmation: Help us to grow stronger in our faith, Lord. 
 
 
ENGAGE 
 The promise Paul refers to here is the blessing of 
Genesis 12:1-3, where God promises to make Abraham 
into a great nation, to bless him, and eventually to bless 

the entire world through him. 
 
Paul is writing to a mixed Jew-Gentile church in Rome, 
and thus, he had to address the question of what deɲnes 
GodɅs people, particularly, since Jews had been identifying 
themselves as GodɅs people by adherence to the law of 
Moses and in using outward identiɲers (diet, dress, 
lifestyle) for centuries. 
 
 The gist of PaulɅs argument is that Gentiles (and Jews) 
do not need to submit to a checklist of diet, dress, or 
calendar to be or show themselves to be GodɅs peopleɁ
even GodɅs true people descended from Abraham (see 
also 1 Samuel 16:7).  Their livedɁout faith in God in a 
broken world is sigh and diϜerence enough (1 Peter 3:15). 
 
 This passage echoes many of the same themes we 
ɲnd in Hebrews 11:8-18: AbrahamɅs faith was grounded 
on who God is, not on merit or his own resources. 
 
 Revisiting an earlier argument (see Romans 3:20), 
Paul reminds the church that the Mosaic law was 
instituted to identify sin, not to resolve the spiritual exile 
and judgement sin brings (4:15). 
 
 PaulɅs goal for the church has always been unity, since 
inɲghting does not reɳect God, nor does it move the 
Kingdom mission forward.  He accomplish this by starting 
both Jews and Gentiles on the same footing in the past 
(sin; see 3:9) and with the same basis for relationship with 
God now (faith, not law; see 4:16).  See also John 17:11; 
Ephesians 4:1-6. 
 
 Break into small groups.  Think about and discuss the 
following questions: 
1) Adults like to hear about heroes from the past.  Discuss 
some heroes who have made a diϜerence in your life, 
your church and/or society.  2) Adults wonder if the 
promises others make to them will be fulɲlled.  Has 
anyone ever made a promise to you that was not fulɲlled.  
3) Adults increase in their desire to share the story of 
AbrahamɅs righteousness as described by Paul.  Recount 
AbrahamɅs story of righteousness.  How does it resonate 
with you? 
 
 
EDUCATE: 
 The Promise and the Law (Romans 4:13): This 
chapter is a continuation of PaulɅs discussion on 
justiɲcation by faith by versus works of the law.  Paul says 
that since justiɲcation is by faith, then no one can boast 
about obtaining that justiɲcation by works of the law.  

(Courage on page 11) 
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Furthermore, he states that it was not through the law that 
Abraham and his oϜspring would receive the promise that 
he would be heir to the world (v. 13a).  Paul emphasizes the 
fact that the promise to Abraham precedes the law, yet, the 
promise was the foundation of the law.  (Standard Lesson 
Commentary, NϥV 2023-24, p.315) 
 
 Since all GodɅs relations with Abraham, ϥsaac, and Jacob 
occurred prior to the giving of the law of Moses, we cannot 
say they were based on the law.  ϥnstead, they were based 
on GodɅs declaration of AbrahamɅs righteousness through 
faith.  (https://enduringword.com/bible-commentary/
romans-4.  Cited November 19,2023) 
 
 The Law Does Not Save (Romans 4:14-15): Try as we 
might, there is nothing we can do to save ourselves.  No 
amount of work will guarantee us a spot in the Kingdom.  
God made a promise to save the ungodly, and salvation 
from God is the way.  ϥf law is the basis of our salvation, 
then our salvation depends on our performance in keeping 
the lawɁand no one can keep the law good enough to be 
saved by it.  A law promise of salvation can never be sure.  
(https://enduringword.com/bible-commentary/romans-4.  
Cited November 19, 2023) 
 
 The law could deɲne sinɅs speciɲc contours and clarify 
what eϜects it has, but it cannot save.  ϥn fact, sin brings 
wrath and provokes GodɅs anger when humans break His 
law. (Standard Lesson Commentary, NϥV 2023-24, p. 316) 
 
 The promise Comes by Faith (Romans 4:16-22): Two 
important points of note here: GodɅs salvation is for all who 
are willing to receive salvation by faith; and the promise to 
bless the world is oϜered to all who are willing to emulate 
AbrahamɅs trust in God. 
 
 Paul notes the story of Abraham told in Genesis 17:5, 
where it is promise that he will be the father of many 
nations.  Paul goes on to speak of ɈGod who gives life to the 
dead.ɉ  Remember the promise made to Abraham and 
Sarah?  They were past the age of childbearing, possibly 
thinking that their eϜorts to bear children were Ɉdead,ɉ but 
God promised them that they would have a child, even in 
their old age. 
 
 To hope is to wait with expectation for something to 
occur.  For Abraham to hope against hope meant he had 
no reason to believe that he and Sarah would conceive a 
child.  According to Genesis 17:17, Sarah was even 
postmenopausal.  This childbirth would be nothing short of 
a miracle.  Paul makes no mention of the Ɉhelpɉ provided to 
God, when Hagar is oϜered to Abraham as a Ɉsurrogateɉ 
mother.  He merely focuses on Abraham with 

righteousnessɁnot because he had done good deeds or 
even avoided evil, but because he had staked his and his 
familyɅs future on the promises of God.  (Standard Lesson 
Commentary, NϥV 2023-24, pgs. 316-318) 
 
 The price of Justiɲcation (Romans 4:23-25): Paul notes 
that the same righteousness credited to Abraham was not 
just for Abraham.  ϥt would be extended to his oϜspring 
because God promised he would be the father of many 
nations.  Paul notes that those of us who believe that Jesus 
was raised from the dead will also be created as righteous.  
There is no indication of when this will occur; but we are 
consider part of GodɅs kingdom (Romans 8:22-25).  Paul 
describes the actions of a true Messiah, One who die on 
our behalf.  Jesus paid it all.  His death was a necessary 
price paid for the redemption of our sins.  The price He 
paid was necessary for our justiɲcation.  (Standard Lesson 
Commentary, NϥV 2023-24, pgs. 318-319) 
 
 
ELEVATE: 
 Discuss the following questions: 
1) Summarize the Abram/Abraham story as recorded in 
Genesis 17.  Note that Abraham righteousness, in the sight 
of God, preceded the establishment of the Jews as a chosen 
people; thus, Paul speaks of Abram as the ancestor of both 
Jews and Gentiles.  2) Debate the eϜect AbrahamɅs faith had 
on his response to GodɅs promises.  What physical 
circumstances could have led him to doubt?  What truths 
about God may have helped him overcome these 
circumstances?  3) Mention that Abraham was not sin-free, 
but he trusted God to do what God had said.  How 
complete is our trust in God?  What can we do to show that 
we believe in GodɅs promise to us in Christ? 
 
 
iThink: 
 1. Discuss the role of Sarah in the fulɲllment of GodɅs 
promise.  ϥn what way is her trust in God separate from 
AbrahamɅs faith?  How did her responses demonstrate that 
her faith was not always mature? 
 2. Encourage participants to write a paragraph or short 
poem about the righteousness of God manifested in 
Abraham or in someone whom they know.   
 3. Since today is MotherɅs Day, brieɳy discuss aspects of 
SarahɅs life. 
 
 
KEY VERSE:  
Ɉ[Abraham] grew strong in his faith as he gave glory to 
God, being fully convinced that God was able to do 
what he had promised.ɉ  Romans 4:20-21.

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heart, as working for the Lord, not for menɉ (Colossians 3:23). ϥf we put our hearts into our work, as this verse says to do, 
we will probably ɲnd it diʛcult to procrastinate too much. 
 
 The Bible says that when it comes to some things, we should never delay. Jesus taught that reconciling with an 
oϜended brother should be done immediately upon our remembrance of the situation (Matthew 5:23-24). He also said to 
Ɉsettle matters quicklyɉ with our adversaries (verse 25). However distasteful it may be to pursue peace with an enemy, we 
must avoid stalling. Similarly, we are instructed, ɈDo not let the sun go down while you are still angryɉ (Ephesians 4:26). 
Dealing appropriately with our anger is a matter of great importance, and we must not put it oϜ until tomorrow, which 
will give the devil Ɉa footholdɉ (verse 27). 
 
 Christians must not procrastinate when it comes to sharing the gospel with the lost. There is no time to waste. Jesus 
likened evangelistic eϜorts to a man inviting people to a great banquet. As he sent out his servants with the invitations, 
he said, ɈGo out quickly into the streets and alleys of the town and bring in the poor, the crippled, the blind and the 
lameɉ (Luke 14:21). The most striking qualities of the invitation are its openness (anyone and everyone was invited) and 
its urgency (the call to the feast must go out Ɉquicklyɉ). 
 
 Some people, upon hearing the gospel and knowing their spiritual need, delay in making a response. This is the most 
dangerous type of procrastination. Life is short, and we do not know what will happen tomorrow (James 4:13-14). The 
Bible urges us to get right with God today. ɈSee to it, brothers, that none of you has a sinful, unbelieving heart that turns 
away from the living God. But encourage one another daily, as long as it is called Today, so that none of you may be 
hardened by sin's deceitfulness. As has just been said: ɄToday, if you hear his voice, do not harden your hearts as you did 
in the rebellionɅɉ (Heb 3:12-13, 15). To procrastinate and put oϜ getting right with God is to harden oneɅs own heart. 
 
 Jesus could return at any time; we do not know when (Luke 12:40). Our Lord illustrated the importance of being 
prepared for His coming in Matthew 25:1-13. ϥn this parable, ten virgins await the arrival of the bridegroom and the 
commencement of the wedding feast. Five of the virgins were prepared for his arrival; ɲve did not attempt to prepare 
until it was too late, and they were left behind. Jesus calls the unprepared virgins Ɉfoolishɉ; one reason they were 
unprepared may have been that they procrastinated. 
 
 So in the matter of our spiritual life, we dare not procrastinate. ϥt is also unwise to delay healing a broken relationship 
or dealing with anger. And since our service to God motivates all we do, we have no reason to procrastinate. ϥn short, 
procrastination is a bad habit that can have eternal eϜects.

This proverb tells us that those who work diligently will 
most likely reap a good result, while those who refuse to 
work with diligence suϜer the consequences. Another one: 
 
 ɈA sluggardɅs appetite is never ɲlled, but the desires of 
the diligent are fully satisɲedɉ (Proverbs 13:4) 
 
 This proverb again contrasts the diligent with the lazy 
and shows that diligent people have planned ahead, saved, 
and worked to provide for their needs. ϥn contrast, the lazy, 
or the non-diligent, never have enough because they donɅt 
see a job through to the end. They quit or do shoddy work 
and reap the results of their lack of diligence. 
 
 We are told in Proverbs 4:23 to guard our hearts with 
diligence because everything we do ɳows from the heart. ϥf 
we are not diligent to guard against falsehood, evil 
thoughts, and lustful desires, our enemy Satan is standing 
by to take advantage. Diligence implies an intentional 
action of guarding our hearts, rather than a passive 
acceptance of everything that enters. Second Corinthians 
10:5ɀ6 gives an example of how to guard our hearts by 
Ɉtaking every thought captive to the obedience of Christ.ɉ 
As a sentry is diligent in guarding a fortress, so must we be 
diligent in guarding our hearts and minds. 
 
 After outlining speciɲc commands and instructions, 
Paul urged Timothy to Ɉbe diligent in these matters; give 
yourself wholly to them, so that everyone may see your 

progressɉ (1 Timothy 4:15). The Ɉmattersɉ Timothy was to 
be diligent in included identifying false teachers (verses 1ɀ
5), avoiding myths and fruitless discussions (verse 7), 
setting Ɉan example for the believers in speech, in conduct, 
in love, in faith and in purityɉ (verse 12), and devoting 
himself Ɉto the public reading of Scripture, to preaching 
and to teachingɉ (verse 13). These were not suggestions to 
be dabbled with but commands to be diligently applied. 
 
 Being a follower of Christ is also to be pursued with 
diligence. The lackadaisical way that some professing 
believers approach a relationship with God is reɳected 
nowhere in the Bible. ϥnstead, Jesus made it clear that 
those who wished to be His disciples must be Ɉall inɉ (Luke 
9:57ɀ62). Unless we diligently pursue righteousness and 
obedience, we will experience failure. The world is too 
appealing, temptation too abundant. There are too many 
excuses for turning away. ThatɅs why Jesus emphasized that 
the greatest commandment is to Ɉlove the Lord your God 
with all your heart, soul, mind, and strengthɉ (Mark 12:28ɀ
31). ϥn other words, lifeɅs ultimate goal is to diligently love 
the Lord. All actions ɳow from the posture of our hearts. 
When we make diligence the common ingredient in 
everything we do, and we choose to do godly things, we set 
a standard for ourselves that will propel us toward 
godliness and a life of excellence.

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upper room. On the Day of Pentecost, just as promised, the sound of a violent wind ɲlled the house and tongues of ɲre 
came to rest on each of them and all were ɲlled with the Holy Spirit. They were given the power of communication, which 
Peter used to begin the ministry for which Jesus had prepared him. After the coming of the Holy Spirit, the disciples did 
not stay in the room basking in GodɅs glory but burst out to tell the world. This was the beginning of the church as we 
know it. 
 
 Today, in many Christian churches, Pentecost Sunday is celebrated to recognize the gift of the Holy Spirit, realizing 
that GodɅs very life, breath and energy live in believers. During this service, John 20:19-23 may be the core of the message 
about our risen Savior supernaturally appearing to the fear-laden disciples. Their fear gave way to joy when the Lord 
showed them His hands and side. He assured them peace and repeated the command given in Matthew 28:19-20, 
saying, ɈAs the Father has sent me, ϥ am sending you.ɉ Then He breathed on them, and they received the Holy Spirit (John 
20:21-23). 
 
 The celebration of Pentecost Sunday reminds us of the reality that we all have the unifying Spirit that was poured out 
upon the ɲrst-century church in Acts 2:1-4. ϥt is a reminder that we are co-heirs with Christ, to suϜer with Him that we 
may also be gloriɲed with Him; that the manifestation of the Spirit is given for the common good (1 Corinthians 12:7); 
that we are all baptized by one Spirit into one body (1 Corinthians 12:13); and that the Spirit which raised Jesus from the 
dead lives inside believers (Romans 8:9-11). This gift of the Holy Spirit that was promised and given to all believers on the 
ɲrst Pentecost is promised for you and your children and for all who are far oϜ whom the Lord our God will call (Acts 
2:39).

"What is the day of Pentecost?" 
 

 Pentecost is signiɲcant in both the Old and New Testaments. ɈPentecostɉ is actually the Greek name for a festival 
known in the Old Testament as the Feast of Weeks (Leviticus 23:15; Deuteronomy 16:9). The Greek word means Ɉɲftyɉ 
and refers to the ɲfty days that have elapsed since the wave oϜering of Passover. The Feast of Weeks celebrated the end 
of the grain harvest. Most interesting, however, is its use in Joel and Acts. Looking back to JoelɅs prophecy (Joel 2:28ɀ32) 
and forward to the promise of the Holy Spirit in ChristɅs last words on earth before His ascension into heaven (Acts 1:8), 
Pentecost signals the beginning of the church age. 
 
 The only biblical reference to the actual events of Pentecost is Acts 2:1ɀ3. Pentecost is reminiscent of the Last Sup-
per; in both instances the disciples are together in a house for what proves to be an important event. At the Last Supper 
the disciples witness the end of the MessiahɅs earthly ministry as He asks them to remember Him after His death until He 
returns. At Pentecost, the disciples witness the birth of the New Testament church in the coming of the Holy Spirit to in-
dwell all believers. Thus the scene of the disciples in a room at Pentecost links the commencement of the Holy SpiritɅs 
work in the church with the conclusion of ChristɅs earthly ministry in the upper room before the cruciɲxion. 
 
 The description of ɲre and wind mentioned in the Pentecost account resounds throughout the Old and the New Tes-
tament. The sound of the wind at Pentecost was Ɉrushingɉ and Ɉmighty.ɉ Scriptural references to the power of wind 
(always understood to be under GodɅs control) abound. Exodus 10:13; Psalm 18:42 and ϥsaiah 11:15 in the Old Testament 
and Matthew 14:23ɀ32 in the New Testament are only a few examples. More signiɲcant than wind as power is wind as 
life in the Old Testament (Job 12:10) and as spirit in the New (John 3:8). Just as the ɲrst Adam received the breath of phys-
ical life (Genesis 2:7), so the last Adam, Jesus, brings the breath of spiritual life. The idea of spiritual life as generated by 
the Holy Spirit is certainly implicit in the sound of the wind at Pentecost. 
 
 Fire is often associated in the Old Testament with the presence of God (Exodus 3:2; 13:21ɀ22; 24:17; ϥsaiah 10:17) and 
with His holiness (Psalm 97:3; Malachi 3:2). Likewise, in the New Testament, ɲre is associated with the presence of God 
(Hebrews 12:29) and the puriɲcation He can bring about in human life (Revelation 3:18). GodɅs presence and holiness are 
implied in the Pentecostal tongues of ɲre. ϥndeed, ɲre is identiɲed with Christ Himself (Revelation 1:14; 19:12); this asso-
ciation naturally underlies the Pentecost gift of the Holy Spirit, who would teach the disciples the things of Christ (John 
16:14). 
 
 Another aspect of the Day of Pentecost is the miraculous speaking in foreign tongues which enabled people from 
various language groups to understand the message of the apostles. ϥn addition is the bold and incisive preaching of Pe-
ter to a Jewish audience. The eϜect of the sermon was powerful, as listeners were Ɉcut to the heartɉ (Acts 2:37) and in-
structed by Peter to Ɉrepent, and be baptizedɉ (Acts 2:38). The narrative concludes with three thousand souls being add-
ed to the fellowship, the breaking of bread and prayers, apostolic signs and wonders, and a community in which every-
oneɅs needs were met.

PASCALɅS PRAYER 
 

Read: Philippians 4:4-13 
 

So whether you eat or drink or 
whatever you do, do it for the glory of 

God.  1 Corinthians 10:31 
 
 Blaise Pascal, the brilliant 
seventeenth-century intellectual, made 
signiɲcant contribution in the ɲelds of 
science and mathematics.  He 
established the groundwork for the 
development of mechanical calculators 
and modern hydraulic operation. 
 As a young man, Pascal had a 
profound encounter with Jesus Christ.  

This life-changing experience motivated 
him to refocus his study from science 
and math to theology. 
 Pascal wrote a remarkable prayer 
that can help each believer in facing the 
task of life.  He prayed: ɈLord, help me to 
do great things as though they were 
little, since ϥ do them with Your power; 
and little things as though they were 
great, since ϥ do them in Your name.ɉ 
 PascalɅs supplication is profoundly 
scriptural.  Paul said, Ɉϥ can do all this 
through him who gives me 
strengthɉ (Philippians 4:13) and 
admonishes us: ɈWhatever you do, do it 
all for the glory of Godɉ (1 Corinthians 
10:31).  Pascal echoes these admonitions 

to depend on God for His power and to 
view every act as important, since it will 
reɳect on His glory. 
 The next time you face a huge task, 
remember that God is your strength.  
And when you encounter a seemingly 
insigniɲcant one, determine to do it with 
excellence to the glory of God.  Dennis

 An article in The Washington Post 
told about a ɲfteen-year-old girl who 
sent and received 6,473 cell phone text 
message in a single month.  She says 
about her constant communication with 
friends, Ɉϥ would die without it.ɉ  And she 
is not alone.  Researchers say that US 
teens with cell phones average more 
than 2,200 text message a month. 

 To me, this ongoing digital 
conversation oϜers a remarkable 
illustration of what prayer could and 
should be like for every follower of 
Christ.  Paul seemed to be constantly in 
an attitude of prayer for others: ɈWe 
have not stopped praying for 
youɉ (Colossians 1:9).  ɈPray in the Spirit 
on all occasions with all kinds of prayers 
and requestsɉ (Ephesians 6:18).  ɈPray 
continuallyɉ (1 Thessalonians 5:17).  But 
how can we possibly do that? 
 Missionary Frank Laubach described 
his habit of Ɉshootingɉ prayers at people 
as he encountered them during the 
course of each day.  ϥn a sense, he was 
Ɉtextingɉ God on their behalf, staying in 

constant communication with the Father.  
Laubach believed that prayer is the 
mightiest force in the world, and said: 
ɈMy part is to live in this hour in 
continuous inner conversation with God 
and in perfect responsiveness to His will.ɉ 
 Pray continually.  Perhaps what Paul 
urged us to do can be done.  David

QUϥET TϥME WϥTH GOD 
 

Read: Psalm 23 
 

He makes me lie down in green 
pastures, he leads me beside quiet 

waters.  Psalm 23:2 
 

 The word connected captures our 
contemporary experience of life.  Many 
people rarely go anywhere without a cell 
phone, ipod, or laptop.  We have become 
accessible 24 hours a day.  Some 
psychologists see this craving to stay 
connected as an addition.  Yet a growing 

number of people are deliberately 
limiting their use of technology.  Being a 
Ɉtech-noɉ is their way of preserving times 
of quiet, while limiting the ɳow of 
information into their lives. 
 Many followers of Christ ɲnd that a 
daily time of Bible reading and prayer is 
essential in their walk of faith.  This 
Ɉquiet timeɉ is a disconnection from 
external distractions in order to connect 
with God.  The Ɉgreen pasturesɉ and 
Ɉquest watersɉ of Psalm 23:2 are more 
than an idyllic country scene.  They speak 
of our communion with God whereby He 
restores our souls and leads us in His 

paths (v. 3). 
 All of us can make time to meet with 
God, but do we?  ϥn Robert FosterɅs 
booklet 7 Minutes with God, he suggests 
a way to begin: Start with a brief prayer 
for guidance, then read the Bible for a 
few minutes, and close with a short time 
of prayer that includes adoration, 
confession, thanksgiving, and 
supplication for others.  ϥtɅs to take time 
today to connect with the Lord, who is 
our life.  David McCasland

BAD ϥDEA 
 

Read: Hebrews 10:22-39 
 

Let us draw near to God with a sincere 
heart and with the full assurance that 

faith brings.  Hebrews 10:22 
 
 The former athlete had neglected his 
body for too long, so he began an 
exercise routine.  The ɲrst day, he did 
several push-ups and went for a light jog.  
The next day, more push-ups, a few sit-
ups, and a longer run.  Day 3: exercises 
and a mile-and-a-half run.  On Day 4, our 

ex-athlete in retraining woke up with a 
sore throat. 
 Then he did one more exercise: He 
jumped to the conclusion that exercising 
was a bad idea.  ϥf all he got out of his 
huʛng and puʛng was sickness, it 
wasnɅt for him. 
 LetɅs examine another scenario.  A 
Christian realizing he has neglected his 
relationship with God, begins a new 
spiritual routine of Bible-reading and 
prayer.  But after just a few days, some 
problems arise in his life.  What does he 
conclude?  Like the ex-athlete, should he 
decide that his spiritual quest was a bad 

idea and that it didnɅt do any good?  
Certainly not.   
 We donɅt pray and read the Bible to 
get a perfect, trouble-free life.  Pursuing 
God is not cause and eϜect.  We do it 
because it drawer us closer in our 
relationship with the One who is perfect.  
The pursuit of godliness will not exempt 
us from trouble (2 Timothy 3:12).  But a 
life dedicated to loving and pursuing God 
(Hebrews 10:22) is always a good ideaɁ
no matter what happens.  Dave Branon

17 And take the helmet of salvation, and the sword of the Spirit, 
which is the word of God; 18 praying always with all prayer and supplication in the Spirit, being watchful to 
this end with all perseverance and supplication for all the saintsɁ 19 and for me, that utterance may be given 
to me, that ϥ may open my mouth boldly to make known the mystery of the gospel, 20 for which ϥ am an 
ambassador in chains; that in it ϥ may speak boldly, as ϥ ought to speak.

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 ϥt is important to note that 
forgiveness operates in the realm of sin. 
ϥn the majority of the passages in the 
Bible that contain the 
word forgive or forgiveness, sin is 
mentioned. The following are typical 
examples: 
 
 Genesis 50:17: ϥ ask you to forgive 
your brothers the sins and the wrongs 
they committed in treating you so 
badly. Now please forgive the sins of 
the servants of the God of your father. 
 
 Exodus 32:32: But now, please 
forgive their sin. 
 
 Leviticus 4:35: ϥn this way the priest 
will make atonement for them for the 
sin they have committed, and they will 
be forgiven. 
 
 1 Samuel 25:28: Please forgive your 
servantɅs presumption. 
 
 Matthew 12:31: And so ϥ tell you, 
every kind of sin and slander can be 
forgiven, but blasphemy against the 
Spirit will not be forgiven. 
 
 Luke 5:20: When Jesus saw their 
faith, he said, ɈFriend, your sins are 
forgiven.ɉ 
 
 For a person to ɲnd true 
forgiveness, he or she must admit the 
sin. This is called confession. ϥf a person 
tries to pass oϜ sin as a mere mistake, 
human failing, or temporary lapse of 
judgment; or if he or she simply denies 
the sin altogether, it is a barrier to 
forgiveness. 
 
 1 John 1:8ɀ10: ϥf we claim to be 
without sin, we deceive ourselves and 
the truth is not in us. ϥf we confess our 
sins, he is faithful and just and will 
forgive us our sins and purify us from 
all unrighteousness. ϥf we claim we have 
not sinned, we make him out to be a liar 
and his word is not in us. 
 
 God forgives sin, yet this does not 
mean that He simply Ɉlooks the other 
wayɉ or Ɉsweeps it under the rug.ɉ The 
penalty for sin is death (Romans 6:23), 
and that penalty must be paid. ϥn the 
Old Testament, God allowed for a 
sacriɲcial animal to take the place of the 
sinner. Leviticus 5:15ɀ16 says, ɈWhen 
anyone is unfaithful to the Lord by 
sinning unintentionally in regard to any 
of the LordɅs holy things, they are to 
bring to the Lord as a penalty a ram 
from the ɳock, one without defect and 
of the proper value in silver, according 
to the sanctuary shekel. ϥt is a guilt 

oϜering. They must make restitution for 
what they have failed to do in regard to 
the holy things, pay an additional 
penalty of a ɲfth of its value and give it 
all to the priest. The priest will make 
atonement for them with the ram as a 
guilt oϜering, and they will be forgiven.ɉ 
 
 The writer of Hebrews observes, 
ɈThe law requires that nearly everything 
be cleansed with blood, and without the 
shedding of blood there is no 
forgivenessɉ (Hebrews 9:22). However, 
the blood of sacriɲcial animals did not 
actually pay for sin. ϥt simply postponed 
the judgment until a better sacriɲce 
could be oϜered to pay the full penalty 
of sin and make forgiveness possible. 
Hebrews 10 explains this in depth, but 
the following excerpts from that 
chapter outline the ɳow of the 
argument: 
 
 The law is only a shadow of the good 
things that are comingɁnot the realities 
themselves. For this reason it can never, 
by the same sacriɲces repeated endlessly 
year after year, make perfect those who 
draw near to worship. Otherwise, would 
they not have stopped being oϜered? For 
the worshipers would have been cleansed 
once for all, and would no longer have felt 
guilty for their sins. But those sacriɲces 
are an annual reminder of sins. ϥt is 
impossible for the blood of bulls and 
goats to take away sins. (Hebrews 10:1ɀ4) 
 
 Day after day every priest stands and 
performs his religious duties; again and 
again he oϜers the same sacriɲces, which 
can never take away sins. But when this 
priest had oϜered for all time one sacriɲce 
for sins, he sat down at the right hand of 
God. (Hebrews 10:11ɀ12) 
 
 ɈThis is the covenant ϥ will make with 
them after that time, says the Lord. ϥ will 
put my laws in their hearts, and ϥ will write 
them on their minds.ɉ Then he adds: 
ɈTheir sins and lawless acts ϥ will 
remember no more.ɉ And where these 
have been forgiven, sacriɲce for sin is no 
longer necessary. (Hebrews 10:16ɀ18) 
 
 ϥn order for God to forgive us, Jesus 
gave Himself as the sacriɲce for sin. 
Jesus alluded to that sacriɲce at the Last 
Supper when He told His disciples, ɈThis 
is my blood of the covenant, which is 
poured out for many for the forgiveness 
of sinsɉ (Matthew 26:28). After the 
resurrection, the apostles carried the 
message of forgiveness through Jesus 
Christ throughout the world, preaching 
to both Jews and Gentiles: 
 
 Acts 10:43: All the prophets testify 
about him that everyone who believes 
in him receives forgiveness of sins 

through his name. 
 
 Acts 13:38: Therefore, my friends, ϥ 
want you to know that through Jesus 
the forgiveness of sins is proclaimed to 
you. 
 
 Ephesians 1:7: ϥn [Christ] we have 
redemption through his blood, the 
forgiveness of sins, in accordance with 
the riches of GodɅs grace. 
 
 So God forgives people on the basis 
of the sacriɲce of Christ. The only 
requirement is that sinful people 
confess their sin, turn from it, and trust 
in Jesus Christ as Savior. Once a person 
has experienced the forgiveness of God, 
he or she is then able (and responsible) 
to forgive others. ɈBear with each other 
and forgive one another if any of you 
has a grievance against someone. 
Forgive as the Lord forgave 
youɉ (Colossians 3:13). ϥn fact, those 
who refuse to forgive betray the fact 
that they do not understand how much 
of their own sin they need to have 
forgiven. Christians should be willing to 
forgive people who have sinned against 
them. Every person has wronged God 
far more than they have been wronged 
by other people. Jesus illustrates the 
point in Matthew 18:21ɀ35: 
 
 Then Peter came to Jesus and asked, 
ɈLord, how many times shall ϥ forgive my 
brother or sister who sins against me? Up 
to seven times?ɉ 
 
 Jesus answered, Ɉϥ tell you, not seven 
times, but seventy-seven times. 
 
 ɈTherefore, the kingdom of heaven is 
like a king who wanted to settle accounts 
with his servants. As he began the 
settlement, a man who owed him ten 
thousand bags of gold was brought to 
him. Since he was not able to pay, the 
master ordered that he and his wife and 
his children and all that he had be sold to 
repay the debt. 
 
 ɈAt this the servant fell on his knees 
before him. ɄBe patient with me,Ʌ he 
begged, Ʉand ϥ will pay back everything.Ʌ 
The servantɅs master took pity on him, 
canceled the debt and let him go. 
 
 ɈBut when that servant went out, he 
found one of his fellow servants who owed 
him a hundred silver coins. He grabbed 
him and began to choke him. ɄPay back 
what you owe me!Ʌ he demanded. 
 
 ɈHis fellow servant fell to his knees 
and begged him, ɄBe patient with me, and 
ϥ will pay it back.Ʌ

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 ɈBut he refused. ϥnstead, he went oϜ 
and had the man thrown into prison until 
he could pay the debt. When the other 
servants saw what had happened, they 
were outraged and went and told their 
master everything that had happened. 
 
 ɈThen the master called the servant in. 
ɄYou wicked servant,Ʌ he said, Ʉϥ canceled 
all that debt of yours because you begged 
me to. ShouldnɅt you have had mercy on 
your fellow servant just as ϥ had on you?Ʌ 
ϥn anger his master handed him over to 
the jailers to be tortured, until he should 
pay back all he owed. 
 
 ɈThis is how my heavenly Father will 
treat each of you unless you forgive your 
brother or sister from your heart.ɉ 
 
 We often hear the phrase forgive 
and forget, and this can be misleading. 
As a rejoinder to this phrase, 
sometimes we hear, ɈϥɅll forgive, but ϥ 
will never forget.ɉ To forgive and forget 
does not mean that a person who has 
been wronged develops some kind of 
sanctiɲed amnesia. A person who has 
been abused will never forget that it 
happened. A person who has suϜered 
from an adulterous spouse will always 
remember that experience. A parent 
who has had a child abducted will 
probably think about that crime every 
day he or she spends on earth. Yet, it is 
possible for each of these people who 
have been sinned against to forgive and 
also to forget, as long as the biblical 
deɲnition of forget is in view. 
 
 ϥn the Bible, remembering and 
forgetting do not have to do with 
retention of information in the brain. ϥn 
Genesis 8:1, after the ɳood, ɈGod 
remembered Noah.ɉ Does this imply 
that for a while God had forgotten 
about Noah, misplaced him among the 
ɳood waters, and then one day He 
remembered and thought He had 
better check on him? No, the biblical 
concept of remembering has to do with 
Ɉchoosing to act,ɉ and forgetting means 
Ɉrefusing to actɉ on the basis of 
something. When the Bible says God 
Ɉrememberedɉ Noah, it means that God 
chose to act on NoahɅs behalf and sent 
a wind to help the waters recede more 
rapidly. God promises that, under the 
New Covenant, Ɉϥ will forgive their 
wickedness and will remember their 
sins no moreɉ (Jeremiah 31:34; cf. 
Hebrews 8:12; 10:17). God does not 
forget that people have sinned, but, 
when He forgives, He chooses not to act 
on the basis of those sins. ϥt is similar to 
the sentiment expressed in 1 
Corinthians 13:5 where Ɉlove keeps no 
record of wrongs.ɉ ϥn the phrase forgive 

and forget, the two terms are really 
synonyms. Both mean that the person 
who has forgiven will not continue to 
hold that sin against the wrongdoer or 
take it into account in future 
interactions. A person may remember 
that it happened, but he or she can 
choose not to act on itɁthat is biblical 
forgetting. 
 
 Many wonder about forgiving 
people who have sinned but have not 
confessed, repented, or asked for 
forgiveness. Sometimes in court, the 
victims of a crime will get to speak to 
the perpetrator before the sentence is 
passed. Often the victims will tell how 
the crime has impacted them and ask 
the judge to impose the strictest 
sentence. But, on occasion, the victim 
will say to the perpetrator, Ɉϥ forgive 
you.ɉ ϥs this forgiveness valid if the 
convicted criminal has not confessed 
and asked for forgiveness? 
 
 The answer is both Ɉyesɉ and Ɉno.ɉ 
On one hand, the victim often forgives 
the criminal so that he or she will not be 
eaten up by hatred for the criminal. The 
forgiveness granted by the victim in 
court does not absolve the criminal 
from any legal penalties, so the state is 
still right to prosecute. On the other 
hand, God forgives people when they 
confess their sin and ask for 
forgiveness; forgiveness only comes 
through faith in Christ, which involves a 
spiritual transformation. ϥn the 
courtroom example, even if the victim 
Ɉforgivesɉ the criminal, there can never 
be the establishment or restoration of a 
relationship unless the criminal 
confesses his sin and actually seeks 
forgiveness. 
 
 The goal of biblical forgiveness is 
not only to beneɲt the victim but to 
restore the sinner. This cannot happen 
without the acknowledgment of sin on 
the sinnerɅs part. Therefore, in some 
cases the one who has been sinned 
against is right not to Ɉlet it goɉ until the 
sinner has asked for forgiveness. Good 
parents should be willing to forgive 
once their wayward child has confessed 
and asked for forgiveness, but they are 
right to withhold forgiveness until their 
child has taken the steps necessary to 
allow the reconciliation. ϥt would be 
foolish for a father to simply forgive his 
teenage son for disobeying his rules 
(and the law) by drinking and driving if 
the son does not acknowledge that 
what he did was wrong. However, the 
father should be willing to forgive when 
the conditions are right. ϥn some 
situations, granting unrequested 
forgiveness cheapens the concept and 
ignores the seriousness of the oϜense. 

 
 A person should always be willing to 
forgive every time forgiveness is 
requested, as Jesus taught. ϥt goes 
without saying that on some of those 
occasions the request may be insincere, 
or, even if sincere, the person will 
commit the same oϜense against us 
again at a later time. After all, isnɅt this 
what we do to God, and isnɅt that how 
He forgives us? 
 
 ϥn some cases the one who has 
been sinned against is right to simply 
Ɉlet it go,ɉ even if forgiveness has not 
been requested, and in other cases the 
one sinned against needs to wait until 
the oϜending party has confessed and 
asked for forgiveness, so that the 
relationship can be restored. This is the 
principle behind church discipline, as 
outlined in Matthew 18:15ɀ17. ϥf the 
confrontation of the sinner brings 
about confession, then reconciliation 
and forgiveness are oϜered. ϥf the 
confrontation is unsuccessful, 
excommunication from the church is 
the ɲnal result. As a general rule 
regarding petty slights and oϜenses in 
the family and in the church, a person 
should let them goɁɈturn the other 
cheek,ɉ as Jesus put it (Matthew 5:39). 
However, if the oϜense is such that 
turning the cheek is not possible, the 
oϜended party is obligated to go talk to 
the oϜender about it. Under no 
circumstance does one have the right to 
harbor resentment, nurture bitterness, 
or gossip about the oϜense. 
 
Here are some questions to ponder 
in relation to forgiveness: 
 
ɍ Have ϥ confessed my sin and received 
GodɅs forgiveness? 
 
ɍ ϥs there anyone whom ϥ have sinned 
against and from whom ϥ need to ask 
forgiveness? 
 
ɍ ϥs there anyone who has sinned 
against me and has asked me for 
forgiveness, but ϥ have refused to 
forgive? 
 
ɍ ϥs there anyone ϥ am holding a grudge 
against for past wrongs? 
 
ɍ ϥf there is an unresolved issue, will ϥ 
simply Ɉlet it go,ɉ or will ϥ go talk to the 
oϜender about it? (Continuing to hold a 
grudge is not a biblical option!) 
 
ɍ Would ϥ be willing to forgive if the 
oϜender asked me for forgiveness?

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Question: "ϥs the ACTS formula for prayer a good way to pray?" 
 
Answer: The ACTS formula for prayer has been taught to children and new believers for many years. ACTS is an acronym 
that gives a basic model on how to pray: with Adoration, with Confession, with Thanksgiving, and with Supplication. While 
prayer formulas can help us learn to pray, they do not necessarily make our prayers more eϜective or ensure that our 
prayers will be answered. This model for prayer is loosely based on the LordɅs Prayer (Matthew 6:9ɀ13), except for 
thanksgiving. 
 
The ACTS model for prayer includes these elements: 
 
Adoration ɀ The A in the ACTS model stands for adoration, which means worshipɁglorying and exalting God. Through 
adoration, we show our loyalty and admiration of our Father. As we pray, we are called to worship God in adoration. This 
could be a song of praise to Him, praying a psalm of worship, declaring His attributes, or a myriad of other forms of wor-
ship. 
 
Confession ɀ The C in the ACTS model stands for confession. The word confess means Ɉto agree with.ɉ When we confess 
our sins, we agree with God that we are wrong and that we have sinned against Him by what we have said, thought, or 
done. God forgives us and restores our fellowship with Him (1 John 1:9). 
 
Thanksgiving ɀ The T represents thanksgiving. Philippians 4:6 says, ɈWith thanksgiving let your requests be made known 
to Godɉ (ESV). How is thanksgiving diϜerent from adoration? The diϜerence is that worship focuses on who God is; 
thanksgiving focuses on what God has done. We can thank God for many things including His love, salvation, protection, 
and provision. 
 
Supplication ɀ The S stands for supplication, which refers to prayer for our and othersɅ needs. A supplication is a request 
or petition. We may pray for mercy (Psalm 4:1), leading (Psalm 5:8), wisdom (James 1:5), and much more. Paul encour-
aged us to make Ɉsupplication for all the saintsɉ (Ephesians 6:18, ESV), which means to pray diligently for our brothers 
and sisters in Christ. 
 
ϥs the ACTS formula for prayer biblical? The acronym itself isnɅt found in the Bible, but it can serve as a guide, especially 
when we are learning how to pray. Remember, prayer isnɅt a formula, and each prayer doesnɅt have to cover every type 
of prayer. God wants us to talk from our hearts and express ourselves to Him. As we grow in our love for Jesus Christ, we 
will naturally desire to talk to Him more.  
 
 
 

 
Question: "What is the ɲve-ɲnger prayer?" 
 
Answer: The ɲve-ɲnger prayer is a method to help people remember categories 
of people to pray for. ϥt is a memory device used as an aid to prayer. 
 
The little ɲnger, or the pinkie, is the smallest ɲnger, and it represents the indi-
vidual who is praying. We need to pray for ourselves, but in humility we need to 
remember that we are the least important. 
 
The ring ɲnger this is usually the weakest of our ɲngers, and it reminds us to 
pray for the weak and the sick among us. 
 
The middle ɲnger is the tallest ɲnger, and it reminds us to pray for our leaders. 
 
The pointer ɲnger, or the index ɲnger, reminds us to pray for people who point 
the wayɁteachers and church leaders. 
 

The thumb is the thickest and strongest digit, and when the hand is at rest, the thumb is the nearest to the rest of the 
body, reminding us to pray for family and friendsɁpeople who are closest to us. 
 
The ɲve-ɲnger prayer has been popularized by Pope Francis. There is nothing speciɲcally Roman Catholic about the ɲve-
ɲnger prayer; it is simply one method to help people remember whom to pray for, similar to a prayer list. Since we al-
ways have our hands with us, the reminder of those in need of prayer is constant.

 WeɅve not promised that all our physical ailments will be 
healed by GodɁthere were others at the pool who werenɅt healed 
by Jesus that day.  But those who put their trust in Him can 
experience the healing He bringsɁfrom despaired to hope, 
bitterness to grace, hatred to love, accusation to a willingness to 
forgive.  No scientiɲc discovery (or pool of water) can oϜer us such 
healing; it only comes by faith.

 Because Jesus healed on the Sabbath, Ɉthe Jewish leaders 
began to persecute himɉ (John 5:16).  ϥn response, He told them, 
ɈMy Father is always at his work to this very day, and ϥ too am 
workingɉ (V. 17).  This so incensed them that Ɉthey tried all the 
more to kill himɉ (V. 18).  ϥn their eyes, Christ deserved death 
because He wasnɅt only breaking the Sabbath but blaspheming by 
calling God His Father.  This Sabbath miracle wasnɅt the only one 
that had the leaders up in arms.  He also drove out a demon 
(Mark 1:21-28), healed a shriveled hand (Matthew 12:9-13), a 
crippled woman (Luke 13:10-17), and a man Ɉwhose arms and legs 
were swollenɉ (14:2 NLT).  The Jewish leaders were also angry 
because JesusɅ disciples picked grain on the Sabbath.  He told 
them, ɈThe Sabbath was made for man, not man for the Sabbath.  
So the Son of Man is Lord even on the Sabbathɉ (Mark 2:27-28).

Good move, for God declared that 
dabbling in the occult was Ɉdetestableɉ (Deuteronomy 18:9-
12).  But when God didnɅt answer the kingɅs pleaɁdue to 
his prior failuresɁfor how to deal with a massive Philistine 
army, Saul caved: ɈFind me a women who is a medium, so ϥ 
may go and inquire of herɉ (1 Samuel 28:7).  Talk about a 
complete reversal!

 A millennium later, Jesus said to His disciples, ɈAll you 
need to say is simply ɄYesɅ or ɄNoɅ; anything beyond this 
come from the evil oneɉ (Matthew 5:37).  ϥn other words, if 
weɅve committed ourselves to obeying Christ, itɅs vital that 
we keep our oaths and be truthful.  LetɅs stay the course in 
doing those things as God helps us.

 First Samuel 28:6 says, Ɉ[Saul] inquired of the Lord, but 
the Lord did not answer him.ɉ  The reason for GodɅs silence, 
as the prophet Samuel told him, is that Ɉthe Lord has 
departed from you and become your enemyɉ (V. 16).  This 
was Ɉbecause you did not obey the Lord or carry out his 
ɲerce wrath against the Amalekitesɉ (V. 18).  The Amalekites 
were descendants of Esau (though they were distinct from 
his descendants the Edomites).  They had a history of 
attacking ϥsrael, including those who lagged behind during 
the exodusɁin other words, ϥsraelɅs weakest citizens.  God 
instructed ϥsrael to annihilate Amalek (Deuteronomy 25:17-
19), but ϥsrael didnɅt complete the task.  Later, Haman, a 
descendant of Agag (probably King Agag the Amalekite, See 
1 Samuel 15), would seek to commit genocide against GodɅs 
people, the Jews (Esther 3:5-14).

ϥ urge you to live a life worthy of the calling.  Ephesians 4:1 
 
 The book Hidden Figures recounts preparation for John GlennɅs ɳight into space.  Computers were newfangled in-
ventions in 1962, subject to glitches.  Glenn didnɅt trust them and worried about calculations for the launch.  He knew 
one brainy woman in the back room could run the numbers.  He trusted her.  Ɉϥf she says the number are good,ɉ Glenn 
said, ɈϥɅm ready to go.ɉ 
 Katherine Johnson was a teacher and mother of three.  She loved Jesus and served in her church.  God had blessed 
Katherine with a remarkable mind.  NASA tapped her in the late 1950s to help with the space program.  She was GlennɅs 
Ɉbrainy woman,ɉ one of the Ɉhuman computersɉ they hired at the time. 
 We may not be called to be brilliant mathematicians, but God calls us to other things: ɈTo each of us grace has been 
given as Christ apportioned itɉ (Ephesians 4:7).  WeɅre to Ɉlive a life worthy of the callingɉ weɅve received (V.1).  WeɅre part 
of one body, in which Ɉeach part does its workɉ (V.16). 
 Katherine JohnsonɅs calculations conɲrmed the course trajectory.  GlennɅs launch into orbit was like Ɉhitting a bullɅs-
eye.ɉ  but this was just one of KatherineɅs callings.  Remember, she was called also to be a mother, teacher, and church 
worker.  We might ask ourselves what God has called us to, whether big or small.  Are we Ɉready to go,ɉ exercising the 
grace-gifts HeɅs bestowed, living Ɉa life worthy of [our] callingɉ (V. 1)?  Kenneth Petersen

More im-
portant, the emphasis is on how the diversity of gifts are to be used Ɉfor the common goodɉ (1 Corinthians 12:7) and to 
Ɉequip GodɅs people to do his work and build up the church, the body of Christɉ (Ephesians 4:12 NLT) in a loving way that 
unites the church (VV. 13-16).  Apostles, prophets, evangelist, pastors, and teachers (V. 11) are people gifted in proclaim-
ing and teaching the Scriptures.

 There will be one service at 10:00 
A.M. The doors will open at 9:45 A.M. 
to begin temperature check-in. As you 
enter the building, we request you to 
sanitize your hands. 
 ϥf you choose to worship in the 
Sanctuary, there will be one entrance 
open, the main doors in the front of 
the building. The committee and ϥ ask 
that you follow the guidelines for 
seating. The pews and ɳoor will be 
marked to help you do this. 
 We also kindly request all persons 
attending to wear a mask over their 
mouth and nose to prevent the 
possible spread of illness to the most 
vulnerable among us.
