 Must be labeled with your child’s first name, last name, date, contents (formula  or 

breast milk) and the number of ounces.  Also, bottles must be brought in with tops  (lids) on 

them. 

 Pacifier (if needed) 

 Labeled with child’s initials 

 At least two extra sets of clothing *Labeled with child’s name 

 Including onesie, top, bottoms and socks 

 Diaper ointment (if needed) *Labeled with child’s name 

 Be sure to fill out an Ointment Permission form

 Baby food and/or cereal (if applicable) 

 All jars of food and/or boxes of cereal MUST be labeled with your child’s first and last 

 name as well as the date.
