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The LANDING DOCTOR CODE
1. Students will be taught to taxi with the nose wheel off the ground.
2. After takeoff, remain in ground effect until reaching Vy of 75 KIAS.
3. During climb, you must see over the nose. You must see over the nose. Having the horizon in sight will prevent the possibility of a departure stall.
4. All stalls will be imminent-Departure stalls will only be practiced with a CFI on board.
5. Slow flight and slips will be mastered prior to learning to land.
6. Banks over 25 degrees will be avoided in the traffic pattern, especially during the turn from base to final.
7. If the pilot finds himself in the coffin corner because he/she overshot the turn from base to final, an immediate go-around will be initiated.
8. Defined Go-Around Point (DFGAP) 
At 200 feet AGL, the plane must be at 60 KIAS + or – 5 knots, lined up with the center line and in its final flap setting of 20/30 degrees.
9. During GPA training, the CFI will control the throttle until the student can consistently fly down the runway at one foot or less above the runway in the landing attitude at 55 KIAS. (SLOW FLIGHT DOWN THE RUNWAY)
10. Never touch down before the numbers, as landing short of the runway beginning can result in a serious accident.
11. Always land in the first third of the runway.
12. During training no touch and go’s if the nose touching the runway.
13. After solo, all landings will be full stop, with a taxi back.
14. Always land with 90 minutes of fuel on board. (FOD of 6)
15. If the engine quits, immediately switch tanks; then do the emergency check list.
16. Do not fly if the temperature dew point spread is less the 6 degrees.
17. Only fly on clear nights when ground lights are visible.
18. Do a more careful preflight when the plane has just come out of the shop.
Graduates of the Landing Doctor curriculum are rewarded with a Bristell Challenge coin.
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The coin is earned when the student can land within 400 feet of the desired landing spot on the back of the main tires, with no crab while holding the nose wheel off the ground. The aircraft’s energy is dissipated by holding the nose slightly above the runway and then a go-around is performed being careful not to let the nose attitude get too high. The aircraft is kept within ground effect while the plane accelerates to Vy, best rate of climb of 75 KIAS.
When the pilot accomplishes all of the above standards, they receive a Bristell challenge coin.   
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
