ANY WORDS YOU WISH YOU HAD SAID? MAKE
AMENDS NOW.

PRACTICE SAYING: “I’M SORRY,” “I LOVE YOU,”
“THANK YOU,” AND “YOU DID A GREAT JOB.”

GIVE THANKS TO THE PEOPLE IN YOUR LIFE. CALL,
TEXT OR MAIL A THANK YOU NOTE OVER THE NEXT
40 DAYS. 

GIVE YOUR PRESENCE TO THE PERSON RIGHT IN
FRONT OF YOU: THAT PERSON IS ALWAYS THE
MOST IMPORTANT PERSON IN YOUR LIFE. BE
PRESENT. LOOK THEM IN THE EYE. USE THEIR NAME.
PEOPLE LOVE TO HEAR THEIR NAME SPOKEN.

GIVE YOURSELF 40 SECONDS IN THE MIRROR EVERY
DAY TO REMEMBER WHO YOU ARE IN GOD'S SIGHT.
BASK IN GOD'S LOVE. BE PATIENT WITH YOURSELF.
FORGIVE YOURSELF.  GIVE YOURSELF GRACE.
