Best Little Flea Markets in Texas!

Now that the weather is getting cooler, it's time to hit the road and hunt for treasures. Get ready to

discover some hidden gems  - Texas’s best flea markets. From antiques and vintage finds to

handmade crafts and delicious food, these markets have something for everyone. 

1. First Monday Trade Days, Canton -  The historic First Monday Trade Days flea market in

Canton is the largest and oldest flea market in the United States. Located in the charming town of

Canton TX, the First Monday Trade Days flea market spans over 450 acres and features more

than 5,000 vendors. This market has a rich history dating back to the mid-1850s and is

affectionately known as the “Granddaddy of Texas Flea Markets.” 

Expect to find a diverse range of goods, from vintage furniture and antiques to handcrafted

jewelry and unique artisanal foods. The flea market is held on the weekend preceding the first

Monday of each month. Despite its name, the market actually operates from Thursday to Sunday

from sunrise to sunset.

 

First Monday Trade Days, Canton

2. Fredericksburg Trade Days - a vibrant flea market offering a unique shopping experience with a

wide variety of vendors. Located in the scenic town of Fredericksburg, the Fredericksburg Trade

Days is held at Sunday Farms, just a few miles from the downtown area. You can explore over

350 vendors spread across seven barns and outdoor spaces, selling antiques, collectibles,

clothing, jewelry, home decor and much more. The market is set amidst the beautiful Texas Hill

Country which provides a picturesque backdrop for a day of shopping. The flea market takes

place on the third weekend of each month.

3. Round Top Antiques Fair - a renowned antiques fair that draws visitors from all over the

country for its impressive collection of unique vintage items. It is located in the picturesque town of

Round Top, and takes place in multiple venues throughout the town. The market spans 11 miles

on either side of Texas State Highway 237 and occupies several fields, barns and tents. With over

50 years of history, this fair is a beloved tradition for antique lovers. The dates vary, but the event

typically runs for about a week, with specific dates announced well in advance. It’s best to check

the official website for the exact dates each year

4.Sunny Flea Market, located at 8705 Airline Drive in Houston, is a lively and bustling market

known for its wide variety of vendors and vibrant atmosphere. This sprawling 35-acre market

features hundreds of vendor stalls offering a diverse range of goods. It is one of the largest open-

air markets in the country. You can expect to find everything from fresh produce and clothing to

electronics, household items and even unique cultural products. The flea market is open year

round, every weekend, Saturday and Sunday.

5. Bussey’s Flea Market a popular weekend destination known for its wide variety of vendors and

unique finds. Located in Schertz, just northeast of San Antonio, Bussey’s Flea Market is one of

the largest flea markets in the state. The market features over 500 vendor spaces spread across

a spacious outdoor area. The iconic giant armadillo statue at the entrance makes it easy to spot!

The flea market is open every weekend, Saturday and Sunday year round.

6. Traders Village flea market in San Antonio is a bustling marketplace with a wide variety of

goods and entertainment options for the whole family. It’s actually San Antonio’s largest outdoor

flea market. Located on the southwest side of San Antonio, Traders Village spans 160 acres and

features over 1,000 vendors. The market also offers amusement park rides and live entertainment

which makes it a fun destination for all ages. The flea market is open every weekend, Saturday

and Sunday year round.

One of the Oldest Buildings in Houston

The modern day La Carafe, located at 813 Congress, is in one of the oldest commercial
building in Houston and is listed on the National Register for Historic Places. .

 
Irish native John Kennedy came to Houston in 1842. He was a baker who operated stores
at other locations in the city before commissioning the construction of this building in about
1860 for a steam bakery. The Kennedy Bakery mixed up fresh baked biscuits during the
Civil War, the first of many wars the building would see. Later it served as a pony express
station, and in the 1950s, La Carafe was born. The bar remained in the Kennedy family for
five generations, until it was sold to the current owner, who kept a lot of the architectural
history intact.
