November 9, 2020
Supervisor Susan Presswood called the regular meeting of the Town Trustees to order. She then led the assembly in the Pledge of Allegiance to the Flag.  Supervisor Presswood asked Town Clerk Edwards, to record the roll call.  Present other than Supervisor Presswood was Trustee Abel, Trustee Morris, and Trustee Vincent.  Trustee Nemsky was absent.  A motion was made by Trustee Able, second by Trustee Morris, to dispense with the reading of the minutes of the previous regular meeting, since each Trustee had a copy and approved them as printed.  A roll call vote was taken.  All voted aye; the motion carried.  
COMMUNICATIONS:
Clerk Edwards said he had a letter from IEPA that he will place on file.
BILLS:
A motion was made by Trustee Morris, second by Trustee Abel to pay the bills.  A roll call vote was taken.  All voted aye; the motion carried.  Trustee Vincent, then made a motion second by Trustee Abel to approve the payroll.  A roll call vote was taken.  All voted aye; the motion carried.
TREASURER’S REPORT: 
Trustee Morris read the Treasurers Report dated November 9, 2020. A motion was made by Trustee Morris, second by Trustee Abel to approve the report as read.  A roll call vote was taken.  All voted aye; the motion carried.  
COMMITTEE REPORTS:

OLD BUSINESS:

Clerk Edwards explained the make-up of the Electoral Board per State Statute.
NEW BUSINESS:
Supervisor Presswood made a motion to table Resolution 2020-7 for waiving real estate taxes, second by Trustee Morris.  A roll call vote was taken.  All voted aye; the motion carried.
TOWN OFFICIALS COMMENTS: 
None.

PUBLIC INPUT:

Resident Nick Cohen had comments regarding the short fall of tax revenue for the next fiscal year budget.  He asked that after the salary cuts how much is remaining to be cut and can it be done?  He heard talk at the last meeting of raising taxes.  He is strongly opposed to any tax increases.  He is concerned where the other cuts will come from.  He doesn’t understand why some board members want to rescind the elected official’s salary resolution.  He stated these are part-time positions and reductions to the budget should start with these positions.  Trustee Vincent stated she does not disagree with cutting elected official’s salaries.  She just wanted to include additional cuts to the budgets to coincide with the salary resolution.  Discussions ensued with Nick, Board Members and various other residents.  Trustee Morris stated they are looking ahead to the next budget and working on additional reductions.  Nick again made a point that raising taxes is not an option.
He also is concerned with the Retention Pond in his neighborhood.  He stated that people are riding go-carts and mini bikes through the area and causing damage.  He is also concerned about possible liability to the Township if someone is injured.  The fencing has never been completed and the area is not being properly maintained, tall grass and weeds.  The generator is leaking oil.  He said he has tried reaching Highway Commissioner Luehmann but with no success.  He stated he is very irritated at him for not returning messages, not communicating and he doesn’t attend Board Meeting to take residents questions.  Nick questioned whether or not the Highway Commissioner even lives in the township.  Supervisor Presswood stated she cannot force him to attend meetings and doesn’t know his current housing situation.  Randy Presswood said he can confirm that the Commissioner still resides in the township.  Trustee Morris asked why the fence has not be installed around the retention pond.  Randy Presswood stated it hasn’t been installed because there is still work that needs to completed around the pond.  The pond belongs to the Highway Department who should complete the work and perform routine maintenance.  It is not the responsibility of the Township.
There being no other business a motion was made by Trustee Morris, second by Trustee Abel to adjourn the meeting until November 23, 2020 at 7 P.M.  A roll call vote was taken.  All voted aye; the motion carried.
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
