I won the Wilder-
ness Circuit a couple of times on a Lanes Leinster named
Hes A Lane Changer (aka Lane), who happens to be out of
the same Dam as Uno Mas Goodbye (aka Uno). I have had
a few other Lanes Leinster horses that have done well. Our
good friends, Mark and Linda Jarvis ended up purchasing
The Goodbye Lane, so my husband and I had the silly idea
of starting to breed some horses on our own. I decided to try
and find Lanes Dam, Request A Scout. We found her and
bred her to The Good Bye Lane and were lucky to get this
one last foal out of her, Uno Mas Goodbye. Uno has been a
very nice colt from the day he was born. He can be a pain in
the butt. He paws when tied up to the horse trailer and chews
everything from his lead rope to the trailer itself.

UTAH FUTURITY...

This was Uno’s second futurity this year, so I was just
wanting to make two good solid runs and try to make it in
the top 10 average. His first run was good and solid and
ended up fourth in the 1st go round. His second run was fast,
even with rider error.

1 to try ride every day with a good
cool down after I ride and the days I don’t ride they get put
on the hot walker.
