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I recently purchased a copy of the Septuagint titled "A New English Translation of the Septuagint" edited by Albert Pietersma & Benjamin G. Wright and published by Oxford University Press. It has a lot of helpful information and associated 2000 year old history included.

 

In this translation of the Septuagint, in the book of Daniel, it has a parallel Old Greek and Theodotion translation. Theodotion was a Jewish scholar who retranslated the Septuagint in about 150 AD. This New English Translation of the Septaugint is available from CBD . The print is small.

 

Here are just a few interesting differences between the Masoretic text of Daniel and the Teodotion translation that may help to clarify our understanding of the book:

 

Daniel 9:24 KJV  "Seventy weeks are determined upon thy people and upon thy holy city,..."

 

Daniel 9:24 Theodotion "Seventy weeks have been cut short for your people and the holy city:..."

 

The seventy weeks being "cut short" may come into play right now at the end of the age, because we're told that at the end of the age the days will be "shortened" for the sake of the chosen (the elect) of YaHuWaH  Elohim.

 

Matthew 24:22  And except those days should be shortened, there should no flesh be saved: but for the elect's sake those days shall be shortened.

 

 

Another clarification:

 

Daniel 12:10 KJV "Many will be purified and made white, and tried; but the wicked shall do wickedly: and none of the wicked shall understand; but the wise shall understand."

 

Daniel 12:10 Theodontion  "Let many choose and be made white and be refined and the lawless act lawlessly. And the lawless will not understand, and the intelligent will understand."

 

We have to choose to submit to YaHuWaH Elohim. He will not violate our free will and force Himself upon us. However, He knows how to bring each of us to a point where a decision has to made. We will either follow Him or turn away from Him. He may call us again later in life, but there is no guarantee that He will. At this point in history it's getting to be a matter of urgency in making the choice that leads to life and blessing. 
YaHuWaH Elohim has set aside a specific time for judgment. When that time comes there is no more opportunity for repentance. Ready or not, judgment begins.
 

 

Another clarification by the Theodotion text:

  

Daniel 12:7 KJV  "...and when he shall have accomplished to scatter the power of the holy people, all these things shall be finished."
 

Daniel 12:7 Theodotion  "...when the dispersion is completed they will know all these things."
 

 

The dispersion of the 10 northern tribes of Israel occurred in 722 BC. According to Ezekiel 4:5, the length of the dispersion was to be 390 years, with a 7 x allotment (7 x 390 = 2730 years total) if the 10 tribes still had not repented. Leviticus 26:27-28
 

722 BC +  7 x 390 (2730) years = 2009 AD
 

After their dispersion by the Assyrians in 722 BC, the ten northern tribes of Israel migrated and intermarried with various cultures around the world. Their tribal identities today are essentially lost.
 

Beginning in 2009, the chastisement of the 10 northern "lost" tribes of Israel by dispersion among the nations was complete. Those people are now to return to the land of Israel. The Set Apart Spirit of YaHuWaH Elohim is currently seeking those modern day descendants of the original 10 tribes. Even though they don't know that they are descended from the original 10 tribes, He will find them and bring them back to the land promised to Jacob and his descendants.
