The windows in the Nave depict some of the fathers of the early Church, both
English and Latin. The Rood shows our Savior, robed as a Priest, with the right hand in
Blessing. The Chapel forms a quiet restful spot where, before the Blessed Sacrament, one
may kneel in supplication and reverence. We are proud of our worshipful Church and invite
you to share its benefit. Come in, rest, pray apart from the world.

All who confess that Jesus Christ is Lord, have been baptized in the Name of the Father and
of the Son and of the Holy Ghost, are repentant of their sins and believe the Blessed
Sacrament to be the true Body and Blood of Christ are invited to receive the Sacrament of
the Altar. We hope that you will enter fully into worship by joining in the prayers, responses
and hymns. Because our worship may be unfamiliar to those not raised in the Episcopal
Church, feel free to ask the assistance of those around you in following and participating in
the liturgy. If you are in search of a church home, we invite you to join us in worship,
tellowship and service. Please sign the guest register at the church entrance so we may have
arecord of your visit.

Restrooms are located in the Parish House and are accessible through the double doors by
the pulpit or by exiting through main doors and accessing the Parish House by way of the
side office door. A Baby Changing Station is located in the accessible bathroom in the
Parish Hall. A restroom for small children is located in the nursery at the far end of the
Parish House.

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CONCERNING THE SERVICE

Ash Wednesday marks the beginning of the Season of Lent, a time of spiritual warfare, of
fasting, penitence, and preparation for the Easter feast. Beginning in the tenth century
ashes were imposed on this day upon penitent sinners in preparation for their restoration to
tull communion with the Church. Since the eleventh century, ashes have been imposed on
all the faithful as a reminder that the wages of sin is death. As God said to Adam, “dust
thou art, and unto dust thou shalt return.” (Genesis 3:19b) But as we are marked with ashes
in the same manner that we were signed with the Cross in our Baptisms, we are also
reminded that we only have life in Christ, the second Adam.

LENTEN INVITATION & IMPOSITION OF ASHES

EAR People of God: The first Christians observed with great devotion the days of our

Lord’s passion and resurrection, and it became the custom of the Church to prepare for
them by a season of penitence and fasting. This season of Lent provided a time in which
converts to the Faith were prepared for Holy Baptism. It was also a time when those who,
because of notorious sins, had been separated from the body of the faithful, were reconciled
by penitence and forgiveness, and restored to the fellowship of the Church. Thereby, the
whole congregation was put in mind of the message of pardon and absolution set forth in the
Gospel of our Savior, and of the need which all Christians continually have to renew their
repentance and faith. I invite you, therefore, in the name of the Church, to the observance of
a holy Lent, by self-examination and repentance; by prayer, fasting, and self-denial; and by
reading and meditating on God’s holy Word. And to make a right beginning of repentance,
and as a mark of our mortal nature, let us now kneel before the Lord, our maker and redeemer.

(All kneel. Silence is kept)
LMIGHTY God, thou hast created us out of the dust of the earth: Grant that these ashes
may be unto us a sign of our mortality and penitence, that we may remember that it is
only by thy gracious gift that we are given everlasting life; through Jesus Christ our Savior.

Accept our repentance, O Lord.

For our poor stewardship and misuse of thy creation, and our lack of concern for the generations to come,
Accept our repentance, O Lord.

Restore us, good Lord, and let thy anger depart from us;
Favorably hear us, for thy mercy is great.

Accomplish in us the work of thy salvation,
That we may show forth thy glory in the world.

By the cross and passion of thy Son our Lord,
Bring us with all thy saints to the joy of his resurrection.
