Father Sam’s Corner
Third Sunday of Easter
Gospel: Luke 24:35-48

The risen Lord ate food and the doubt and confusion surrounding the empty tomb cleared

As scripture tells us, there were a lot of conspiracy theories that flew around in Jerusalem and surrounding
areas the first day the news of Christ’s resurrection was announced by two women. The first conspiracy
theory was that while the Jewish soldiers who were guarding the tomb were asleep the disciples came and
carried the body of Jesus to an unknown place. Many called these witnesses “sleeping witnesses.” The next
witnesses were the two disciples who ran to the tomb with the two women; they saw the empty tomb but were
confused about the message of an angel delivered by their women.

So we can see from the above that in the beginning there were three different witnesses. The women who
believed that Christ is risen based on what they saw and heard from the angel. Then we have the two disciples
who saw the tomb but doubt the story of the angel told by their two women. And the sleeping witness soldiers
who saw the empty tomb but continue to spread the lie that they were asleep and his disciples carried his body
away (Matthew 28:13). As men, Peter and the other disciple might say why did the angel reveal the
resurrection to the women first rather than to them? One could also ask why did the angel reveal the
conception and birth of Christ to Mary rather than going to Joseph first? I don’t know the exact reason but
one might guess maybe because we men argue and doubt a lot like Thomas who insisted on seeing and
touching the nail marks on Christ’s hand before he could believe in the resurrection.

Today we still see these three different groups of resurrection views in the world. There are those who
strongly believe Jesus is risen. There are other people who still doubt the church’s or apostolic teaching on the
resurrection. Also, we see those who go around with fake news trying to convince others that there is no
Christ, no resurrection, and even no God with their fake narrative and news. The challenging question is,
which group represents our belief? Jesus had to appear to the disciples in the breaking of bread, and showed
them the marks of the nails to convince some of his disciples. Even after all these prior proofs some perhaps
still doubt if what they saw and touched was not his ordinary ghost like the ghost of other people they might
have seen. Maybe others might believe he was miraculously raised to physical life like Lazarus. Hence he
appeared to them today with his final proof by eating with them. Thus, Luke said that after eating the food
their eyes and ears were opened and they remembered what he told them that he would die but on the third day
he will be raised. So he showed them the scar and ate with them to prove he was raised with a transformed
body. Also, he appeared to them in closed and open places to show his transformed body is not limited to
space and time, and that he no longer belongs to this life but to his Father. By so doing he teaches all who
believe in the resurrection that we will be raised with a transformed body too if we suffer and die with him.
Like the apostles we need to die to sin, dine with him, and come closer to him in prayer for him to open our
eyes and minds to the glory of his resurrection. May the risen Lord continue to open our minds to understand
and profess the mysteries of his resurrection. And may our celebration of Christ’s resurrection lead us to our
own resurrection, Amen.

TercerDomingo de Pascua
Evangelio: Lucas 24:35-48

El Seiior resucitado comié y la duda y la confusion que rodeaban la tumba vacia se despejaron.

Como nos dicen las Escrituras, hubo muchas teorias de conspiracion que volaron por Jerusalén y las areas
circundantes el primer dia que dos mujeres anunciaron la noticia de la resurreccion de Cristo. La primera teoria de
la conspiracion fue que mientras los soldados judios que custodiaban la tumba dormian, los discipulos vinieron y
llevaron el cuerpo de Jesus a un lugar desconocido. Muchos llamaron a estos testigos "testigos dormidos". Los
siguientes testigos fueron los dos discipulos que corrieron al sepulcro con las dos mujeres; vieron la tumba vacia,
pero estaban confundidos por el mensaje de un angel entregado por sus mujeres.

Entonces podemos ver de lo anterior que al principio habia tres testigos diferentes. Las mujeres que creyeron que
Cristo ha resucitado se basan en lo que vieron y oyeron del angel. Luego tenemos a los dos discipulos que vieron la
tumba pero dudan de la historia del angel contada por sus dos mujeres. Y los soldados testigos dormidos que vieron
la tumba vacia pero contintian difundiendo la mentira de que estaban dormidos y sus discipulos se llevaron su
cuerpo (Mateo 28:13). Como hombres, Pedro y el otro discipulo podrian decir ;por qué el angel revelo la
resurreccion a las mujeres primero y no a ellas? También se podria preguntar por qué el angel le revelo la
concepcion y el nacimiento de Cristo a Maria en lugar de ir primero a José. No sé la razon exacta, pero uno podria
adivinar tal vez porque los hombres discutimos y dudamos mucho como Tomas, quien insisti6 en ver y tocar las
marcas de los clavos en la mano de Cristo antes de que pudiera creer en la resurreccion.

Hoy todavia vemos estos tres grupos diferentes de visiones de la resurreccion en el mundo. Hay quienes creen
firmemente que Jesus ha resucitado. Hay otras personas que todavia dudan de la ensefianza apostdlica o de la
iglesia sobre la resurreccion. Ademas, vemos a aquellos que andan con noticias falsas tratando de convencer a otros
de que no hay Cristo, ni resurreccion, ni siquiera Dios con su narrativa y noticias falsas. La pregunta desafiante es,
(qué grupo representa nuestra creencia? Jesus tuvo que aparecer a los discipulos en la fraccion del pan y les mostrod
las marcas de los clavos para convencer a algunos de sus discipulos. Incluso después de todas estas pruebas
previas, algunos quizas todavia dudan si lo que vieron y tocaron no era su fantasma ordinario como el fantasma de
otras personas que podrian haber visto. Quizas otros puedan creer que fue resucitado milagrosamente a la vida
fisica como Lézaro. Por eso se les aparecio hoy con su prueba final al comer con ellos. Asi, Lucas dijo que después
de comer la comida se les abrieron los ojos y los oidos y recordaron lo que les dijo que moriria pero que al tercer
dia resucitaria. Asi que les mostr6 la cicatriz y comid con ellos para demostrar que habia sido criado con un cuerpo
transformado. Ademas, se les aparecio en lugares cerrados y abiertos para mostrar que su cuerpo transformado no
se limita al espacio y al tiempo, y que ya no pertenece a esta vida sino a su Padre. Al hacerlo, les ensefia a todos los
que creen en la resurreccion que también seremos resucitados con un cuerpo transformado si sufrimos y morimos
con ¢l. Como los apostoles, debemos morir al pecado, cenar con €l y acercarnos a ¢l en oracion para que abra
nuestros ojos y mentes a la gloria de su resurreccion. Que el Sefior resucitado contintie abriendo nuestras mentes
para comprender y profesar los misterios de su resurreccion. Y que nuestra celebracion de la resurreccion de Cristo
nos lleve a nuestra propia resurreccion, Amén.
