October 10, 2022
The meeting of the Board of Fire Commissioners of Skagit County Fire District #9 was called to order at 6:00 p.m. by Commissioner Thomson.  The next business meeting is scheduled for Monday, November 14th at 6:00 p.m.  Present were Commissioner Gubrud, Commissioner Thomson, Chief Berg and Secretary Berg.  Firefighter Mark Redis (Zoom) and community members John Verdoes (Zoom) and Phill Zimmerman were also present.   Commissioner McMahan was unable to attend due to a work conflict.
Commissioner Gubrud made a motion to approve the consent agenda.  Commissioner Thomson seconded.  Motion passed unanimously.

Call Report – Secretary Berg gave an update on the call volume 2022.  We have responded to 248 calls so far this year.

· The firefighters will be teaching over 250 kids about fire safety this week.
· There was a brush fire yesterday.   It took over 30 firefighters, 12 DNR firefighters and 4 Fire Districts to put it out.  

· Retired firefighter JoEllen Holmgren passed away last week.   Chief Berg asked if it was possible for retired firefighters to have their memorial in the community room for no fee.  The commissioners agreed as long as they still get insurance.

· The sheriff’s will be using the training room in December to do SWAT training.

· Chief Berg has been asking Clear Lake to buy them out of their portion of the training box.  He did finally get correspondence back stating they will come up with a price but he told them $3,000.  The Board asked for Chief Berg to get a price from them.

· The Association voted to buy some cordless tools for the trucks.

· The Association is working on a gift for retired AC Rob Miner.  They will present it at the banquet.  (The banquet is currently scheduled for February 25th, 2023).

· There are three recruits at the academy and they are doing great.

· The Association is looking at different brands of Jaws of Life.

· The firefighters will be handing out candy on Halloween in the Nookachamps Development.

· Chief Berg is asking the firefighters to help go door to door to education the public about our proposition if they can.
