CONSTITUTION

Article I.  NAME
Section  1
Name:  The name of this organization of certified officials shall be the Mid-Valley Softball Umpires Association (MVSUA), a local association of the Oregon School Activities Association (OSAA) of softball officials. 

Section  2
OSSA Affiliation:  The Local Association of the MVSUA of the OSAA is organized by the OSAA office to meet the service demands for softball of schools within the State of Oregon.

Article II.  PURPOSE

Section  1
Non Profit Status:  To operate under the provisions and guidelines of the State of Oregon, Department of Consumer and Business Services, Division of Finance and Corporate Securities, as a NOT-FOR-PROFIT, Mutual Benefit corporation with all the privileges and responsibilities of such.   
Section  2
Service:  To render an efficient, professional service to the member schools of the OSAA through the cooperative efforts of school administrators and MVSUA officials. 
Section  3
Recruitment:

A. To actively recruit officials. 

B. To assist in the development of a high professional attitude toward the avocation of officiating.

C. To provide the necessary tools for the development of umpiring skills, such as written material and classroom and on-the-field training.

D. To promote uniformity of officiating mechanics.

Section  4
Promotion:  To promote only the best interest of the game of softball.

Section  5
Sportsmanship:  To promote wholesome sportsmanlike attitudes of all direct and indirect participants in a game, and to professionally deal with problems of conduct concerning officials, players, coaches and spectators.

Article  III.  ORGANIZATION

Section  1
Charter:  Having completed all necessary conditions and procedures as outlined in Article IV of the OSAA By-laws, the Executive Director of the OSAA has issued an official charter to the MVSUA. 
Section  2
Charter Limitation:  This charter specifies that the MVSUA is authorized and designated solely to administer softball

Article  IV.  MVSUA and OSAA  CONSTITUTIONS
Section  1
When in Conflict:  The MVSUA Constitution / Bylaws shall not supersede, nor conflict with, any provision of the OSAA General Constitution.  
Article V. AMENDMENTS
Section  1
Voting Requirement:  Amendments to this CONSTITUTION may be made during any regular meeting of the membership upon a TWO-THIRDS (66.6%) majority vote of the membership present and voting.

Section  2
Written Notice:  A written notice of the proposed amendment(s) must be given to the membership at least ONE(1) week prior to the meeting at which the vote is taken.

Section  3
Who May Propose:  Amendments may be proposed by the Executive Board or by any single member or group of members.
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
