So, you want to repatriate foreign earnings? – What then? That’s when the fight begins! 
 

On 11-2 you printed a report on Minnesota companies holding foreign based earnings overseas – 
“State’s firms stash billions overseas – foreign profits sit on sidelines as companies seek tax 
reform,” by Jim Spenser. Spenser’s excellent report points out several facts, as well as contentions 
made by international corporations. For example: 
 
 The U.S. has the highest corporate tax rate in the developed world – 35%. 
 The rate has caused companies to keep their foreign income outside of the U.S.  
 Corporations want tax reform so they can bring funds home without paying oppressive taxes. 
 If these funds are distributed in the U.S., the previously taxed profits will be subject, net of 

foreign tax credits, to the 35% tax rate. 
 Keeping profits outside of the U.S. has decreased the rate of domestic investment, and thereby, 

decreased the rate of economic growth and employment in the U.S. 
 It’s estimated that more than $2 trillion is being kept outside the U.S. 
 
Could it be that I’ve found some common ground between the Democrats and the Republicans? Yes!
