ADDENDUM “A”

ANNA-JONESBORO WATER COMMISSION

Section 1 – Authorization and Purpose.  The City Council hereby determines and elects to acquire either by purchase or construction or both, to operate and to improve and extend, jointly with the City of Anna, Illinois, a common source of suppy of water, as authorized and provided in 65 ILCS 5/11-135.
Section 2.  Common Source of Supply of Water.  The phrase “common source of supply of water”, as used in this Addendum, shall include wells, reservoirs, lakes, pumping stations, filtration and treatment plants, transmission lines and other appurtenances thereto which, at the present time are either not in existence or not owned by either municipality, but are to be constructed or acquired, and such phrase shall exclude any distribution mains now or hereafter located within either municipality and any wells, reservoirs, pumping stations, filtration or treatment plants or other facilities presently in use or in existence and located within or without each municipality.
Section 3.  Powers and Duties.  A Water Commission shall be constituted and shall be a public orporation with the powers and duties specified in 65 ILCS 5/11-135:

(A)

Full and complete supervision, management and control of the common source of supply of water, as provided herein, and in the maintenance, operation and extension thereof;


(B)

to contract with each municipality establishing the commission for a supply of water to each such municipality, for a period not exceeding fifty (50) years, and to include therein covenants for the establishment by each municipality of rates and charges as will be sufficient at all times to enable the commission to establish rates and charges sufficient to comply with this Code and with the law;


(C)

to issue revenue bonds payable solely from the revenue to be derived from the operation of such common source of supply of water, which bonds shall not constitute an indebtedness of either municipality;


(D)

to establish such charges and rates as will be sufficient at all times, (1) to pay the cost of operation and maintenance of the common source of supply of water, (2) to provide an adequate depreciation fund therefor, and (3) to pay the principal of and interest on any revenue bonds issued by the commission;


(E)

to contract for the construction or acquisition of such common source of supply of water;


(F)

to exercise the right of eminent domain;


(G)

to supply water to any municipality, political subdivision, private person or corporation, in addition to the municipalities forming the commission.


Each and all of which powers and duties shall be exercised for the purpose herein set forth and in accordance with the more detailed provisions of Division 135.

Section 4.  Office of Commissioner.

(A)

Composition.  The Water Commission shall be constituted of three (3) commissioners who shall be appointed as follows: One (1) each by the mayor of each municipality and one (1) by the judges in bank of the Circuit Court, as hereinafter set forth.


(B)

Appointment by Mayors.  Upon the adoption of this Article, the Mayor of the City of Jonesboro, Illinois, with the approval of the City Council shall appoint a Commissioner.


(C)

Appointment by Court.  Upon the adoption of this Article, and upon the adoption by the City Council of the City of Anna, Illinois, of a similar Ordinance, the Mayor of the City of Jonesboro, Illinois, be and he is hereby authorized and directed by and on behalf of the City Council of Jonesboro, Illinois to join with the Mayor of the City of Anna, Illinois, and to cause to be filed a Petition in the Circuit Court of Illinois for the First Judicial Circuit for Union County, Illinois, directed to and requesting the Judges in bank of such Circuit Court to appoint a commissioner to be recommended jointly by such Mayors with the concurrence, (or suggestion, or advise) of each City Council.


(D)

Term.  Each Commissioner shall serve for a term of six (6) years, or until his successor has been appointed and has qualified in the same manner as the original appointment.


(E)

Eligibility.  Each Commissioner shall be an elector of the municipality for which he acts as commissioner, provided that no person shall be eliglbe for appointment if he has held an elective office in the state, county or municipality, until one (1) year after the expiration of the term for which he was elected, and further provided that a commissioner is eligible for reappointment upon the expiration of his term.


(F)

Vacancies.  A vacancy shall be filled for the balance of the unexpired term in the same manner as that prescribed for the appointment of the person who has ceased to hold office and a vacancy occurs in the same manner as provided in the Illinois Municipal Code for vacancies in the offices of the respective City Councils.

(G)

Compensation.  Each commissionershall receive the same compensation, which shall not be more than Three Hundred Dollars ($300.00) per year.


(H)

Bond.  Each commissioner shall furnish a bond for the faithful performance of his official duties, which shall be in an amount not less than Five Thousand Dollars ($5,000.00) and its costs shall be paid by the Commission.


(I)

Removal.  Each commissioner may be removed for any cause for which any other municipal officer may be removed.

Section 5.  Name.  The corporate name of the Commission shall be “The Anna-Jonesboro Water Commission” and as such, the Commission may contract and be contracted with, and sue and be sued.

Section 6.  Organization.

(A)

Officers.  The Commission shall organize, by appointment a Chairman from its own members and a Clerk and a Treasurer, who need not be commissioners.


(B)

Rules.  The Commission shall adopt its own rules of procedure and provide for its meetings.


(C)

Official Action.  The Commission shall take official action in the form of Ordinances or Resolutions, whichever is appropriate.
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
