The Governing Body of the City of Liebenthal met in public hearing on Monday August 12, 2024, at the City Building at 6:00 p.m.  Presiding was Mayor Darrell Warner, council members present were Barb Matal, Renee Legleiter, Stephanie Schmidt-Koerner, Bill Stark, Clerk Beverly Stark, and Water/Wastewater Operator Darrell Matal arrived at 6:35 p.m.  No residents were present.
Minutes from the previous meeting were read.  Bill Stark moved to approve the minutes as read, Barb Matal seconded, vote unanimous, motion carried.
Clerk’s Announcements:  The city received the proposed 2025 budget from the accountants.  The budget hearing is scheduled for September 9, 2024, at the City Building at 6 p.m. The clerk received notice that the RO unit was removed from 103 Court by Culligan per the City Clerk’s request.  The owners of the residence at 201 Main St. have contacted the Clerk and will be moving out of the residence Aug. 16.  The council suggested that this resident be required to pay a first and last month payment before turning the water on.  The clerk included in city bills the survey for online bill paying.  
Old Business:  The tree was removed from the corner of Birch and E. 3rd St.  The council discussed further actions for removal and repeal of outdated ordinances.  The clerk will contact the League of KS Municipalities for the correct procedure.  Further discussion was tabled until the next meeting.  
New Business:  The company repairing the water tower leak has contacted the mayor and is arranging a new time for the repair.  The Online Bill pay surveys are still being returned.  More information is required to facilitate any changes to the collection system.  The proposed 2025 budget with the increase in the Revenue Neutral Rate was made available to all council members.  
City Utilities and Maintenance Updates:  Darrell Matal reported that the water and sewer systems are working well.  Darrell Matal would like to have more councilmembers trained if he and the mayor are absent and the sewer alarm rings.  He will post signs to assist quick responses.  The clerk noted that the hydrants are scheduled to be flushed in September, and the Lead/copper survey required by KDHE is due Sept. 30.
Calendar / City Events:  There are no pending city events.
Approval and Payment of Bills:  The city bills were presented to the council.  Bill Stark moved to approve payment of the bills as presented.  Renee Legleiter seconded, vote unanimous, motion carried.  
The next meeting is September 9, 2024, at 6:00 p.m. for the budget hearing, followed by a regular public meeting.  Bill Stark moved to adjourn the meeting, Stephanie Schmidt-Koerner seconded, vote unanimous, motion carried.  The meeting was adjourned at 7:11 p.m.
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
