FATHER SAM’S CORNER
September 29, 2019

Twenty-Sixth Sunday in Ordinary Time
Gospel: Luke 16:19-31

The Impacts of Complacency on Corporal Works of Mercy.

In today’s readings God warns His people that over self-sufficiency can lead to complacency, which in turn can lead to negligence in
performing our corporal works of mercy. Corporal works of mercy are works God wants us to do for others as Christians. Some of
the corporal works of mercy are feeding the hungry, giving drink to the thirsty, sheltering the homeless, visiting the sick, visiting the
prisoners, burying the dead and giving alms to the poor. Jesus proposed blessings for compliance to these works when he stated:
““...then the King will say to those on his right, ‘Come, you who are blessed by my Father; take your inheritance, the kingdom
prepared for you since the creation of the world. For I was hungry and you gave me something to eat, I was thirsty and you gave me
something to drink, I was a stranger and you invited me in, I needed clothes and you clothed me, I was sick and you looked after me,
I was in prison and you came to visit me’” (Matthew 25:34-36). The Lord also proposed a penalty for negligence in this duty when
he said: “...then He will also say to those on the left hand, ‘Depart from me, ...for I was hungry and you gave me no food; I was
thirsty and you gave me no drink...”” (Matthew 25:41-43).

Let us see how today’s first reading explores how over self-sufficiency made some Israelites to not practice the corporal works of
mercy, and God’s penalty for their complacency. The situation in the first reading came up when those living in the southern
kingdom of Israel who were living a comfortable life refused to pay attention to the suffering of those in the northern region who
were devastated by Babylonian exile. God was unhappy with them (the complacent group) so he sent Amos to warn them against
the consequences of their complacency. Even in today’s Gospel parable, a rich man was penalized for his complacency in helping a
poor beggar (Lazarus) with food. Thus, the parable of the Rich Man and Lazarus was propounded by Christ to teach his audience
that both rich and poor need Charity to succeed in life either here on earth or in the life after death. Secondly, the parable teaches
that the Charity denied others is a charity denied ourselves. The parable says that when the rich man and Lazarus were alive on
earth, the rich man was dressing lavishly in purple garments and fine linen and he was dining sumptuously each day. And Lazarus
used to lie down at his door, with sores all over his body begging for a scrap of food that fell from the rich man’s table but no one
gave him any to eat (Luke 16:19-21). The parable did not state categorically why the rich man did not even give the poor Lazarus
even a scrap of food that fell from his table. Probably, self-sufficiency and complacency blinded the rich man to see the need to help
Lazarus. But the main story was that when the poor man (Lazarus) died he was taken to the bosom of Abraham by angels. Then the
rich man died too and was sent to the netherworld, where he was being tormented. And from his place of torment raising up his
eyes the rich man saw Lazarus in the bosom of Abraham, so he begged Abraham to ask Lazarus to do him two favors. One, to give
him a drop of cold water from the tip of his finger to cool his tongue. Second, to go back to earth and warn his family to be
charitable else they too come to his place of torment. But Abraham told the rich man, sorry, there is a big chasm between him and
Lazarus that prevents Lazarus from helping him. Again the Bible didn’t tell us what created the chasm; probably, it was a chasm of
the rich man’s complacency and uncharitable treatment toward Lazarus.

This parable reminds us of Christ’s proverbial statement that “the stone the builders rejected has now become the corner stone”
(Matthew 21:42). Hence, when Lazarus was lying at the door of the rich man with sores all over his body, probably the rich man
never valued Lazarus. He never believed he would one day ask a sick and poverty-stricken man like Lazarus for any favor.
However, he learned that after his death but it was too late. All these are telling us that the rich and the poor should value each
other. We learn from this parable that complacency or negligence to assist the needy can create a chasm that would not allow one to
get to heaven. As well, our generosity can remove any chasm that might stand in our way to see God after this life.

Evangelio: Lucas 16:19-31

Los Impactos de la Complacencia en las Obras Corporales de misericordia.

En las lecturas de hoy, Dios advierte a Su pueblo que la autosuficiencia puede conducir a la complacencia, lo que a su vez puede conducir
a negligencia en la realizacion de nuestras obras corporales de misericordia. Las obras corporales de misericordia son obras que Dios
quiere que hagamos por los demds como cristianos. Algunas de las obras corporales de misericordia estan alimentando a los hambrientos,
dando bebida a los sedientos, protegiendo a los sin techo, visitando a los enfermos, visitando a los prisioneros, enterrando a los muertos y
dando limosna a los pobres. Jesus propuso bendiciones para el cumplimiento de estas obras cuando declaro: "... entonces el Rey dira a los
de su derecha: 'Vend, t que eres bendecido por mi Padre; toma tu herencia, el reino preparado para ti desde la creacion del mundo.
Porque tenia hambre y me diste algo de comer, tenia sed y me diste algo de beber, era un extrafio y me invitaste a entrar, necesitaba ropa y
me visdias, estaba enfermo y me cuidaste, estaba en prision y viniste a visitarme™ ( Mateo 25:34-36). El Sefior también propuso una
sancion por negligencia en este deber cuando dijo: "... entonces también dird a los de la mano izquierda: 'Apartademe de mi, ... porque yo
tenia hambre y no me dio comida; Tenia sed y no me diste nada..."" (Mateo 25:41-43).

Veamos como la primera lectura de hoy explora como la autosuficiencia hizo que algunos israelitas no practicaran las obras corporales de
misericordia, y la pena de Dios por su complacencia. La situacion en la primera lectura surgié cuando aquellos que vivian en el reino
meridional de Israel que vivian una vida comoda se negaron a prestar atencion al sufrimiento de aquellos en la region septentrional que
fueron devastados por el exilio babilonico. Dios estaba descontento con ellos (el grupo complaciente) asi que envido a Amos para
advertirles contra las consecuencias de su complacencia. Incluso en la parabola evangélica de hoy, un hombre rico fue penalizado por su
complacencia al ayudar a un pobre mendigo (Lazaro) con comida. Asi, la parabola del Hombre Rico y Lazaro fue propiciada por Cristo
para ensefiar a su audiencia que tanto los ricos como los pobres necesitan Caridad para tener éxito en la vida, ya sea aqui en la tierra o en
la vida después de la muerte. En segundo lugar, la parabola ensefia que la Caridad negada a los demas es una caridad que se nos niega a
nosotros mismos. La parabola dice que cuando el hombre rico y Lazaro estaban vivos en la tierra, el hombre rico se vestia lujosamente
con ropas moradas y ropa de cama fina y cenaba suntuosamente todos los dias. Y Lazaro solia acostarse en su puerta, con las laspitas por
todo el cuerpo rogando por un trozo de comida que caia de la mesa del hombre rico, pero nadie le dio nada para comer (Lucas 16:19-21).
La parabola no dijo categéricamente por qué el hombre rico ni siquiera le dio al pobre Lazaro ni siquiera un trozo de comida que cay?6 de
su mesa. Probablemente, la autosuficiencia y la complacencia cegaron al hombre rico para ver la necesidad de ayudar a Lazaro. Pero la
historia principal fue que cuando el pobre hombre (Lazaro) murié fue llevado al seno de Abraham por angeles. Entonces el hombre rico
también murid y fue enviado al inframundo, donde estaba siendo atormentado. Y desde su lugar de tormento levantando los ojos el
hombre rico vio a Lazaro en el seno de Abraham, asi que le rogd a Abraham que le pidiera a Lazaro que le hiciera dos favores. Uno, para
darle una gota de agua fria de la punta de su dedo para enfriar su lengua. Segundo, volver a la tierra y advertir a su familia que sea
caritativa, ellos también vienen a su lugar de tormento. Pero Abraham le dijo al hombre rico, lo siento, que hay un gran abismo entre él y
Lazaro que impide que Lazaro lo ayude. Una vez mas la Biblia no nos dijo lo que cre6 el abismo; probablemente, fue un abismo de la
complacencia del hombre rico y el trato poco caritativo hacia Lazaro.

Esta parabola nos recuerda la proverbial declaracion de Cristo de que "la piedra que los constructores rechazaron se ha convertido en la
piedra angular" (Mateo 21:42). Por lo tanto, cuando Lazaro estaba acostado en la puerta del hombre rico con costre por todo su cuerpo,
probablemente el hombre rico nunca valor6 a Lazaro. Nunca creyo que algun dia le pediria un favor a un hombre enfermo y afligido por
la pobreza como Lazaro. Sin embargo, aprendié que después de su muerte, pero era demasiado tarde. Todos estos nos dicen que los ricos
y los pobres deben valorarse mutuamente. De esta parabola aprendemos que la complacencia o la negligencia para ayudar a los
necesitados pueden crear un abismo que no permitiria que uno llegara al cielo. Ademas, nuestra generosidad puede eliminar cualquier
abismo que pueda interponerse en nuestro camino para ver a Dios después de esta vida.
