FATHER SAM’S CORNER

July 28, 2019

Seventeenth Sunday in Ordinary Time
Gospel: Luke 11:1-13

Faith, humility, gratitude, and Perseverance: Some of the Elements of Effective Prayer

Although Luke did not specifically tell us why the disciples asked Christ to teach them how to pray, it might be they
wanted Christ to teach them to pray without distraction and as often as he does. Or having seen the effect of his prayer
in the lives of the lame, blind and the sick, they wanted their prayers to be as effective as their master’s. Thus, in
today’s Gospel the disciples watched him as he was praying, after, they petitioned: “Lord teach us to pray just as John
taught his disciples” (Luke 11:1).

This important humble request from the disciples reminds us that often we think we know how to pray effectively,
whereas we are not. Generally, the Catechism of the Catholic Church says: “Prayer is the raising of one's mind and heart
to God or the requesting of good things from God” (CCC, Para 255). Although prayer can be expressed through
emotion, gesture, actions, or words, a deep analysis of the prayer Christ taught his disciples in the above Gospel of Luke
indicates whether prayer is expressed by words or gesture certain guidelines and mindset are required as we pray. Thus,
“Christ said to his disciples, when you pray, say...” (Luke 11:2). In other words Christ seems to be saying, when you
pray follow this guideline, or first say: Father, hallowed be your name. In ‘Father, hallowed be your name’, Christ
seems to say when you pray try to set your heart on God, recognize Him as your Father, humble yourself before Him,
praise His name and be grateful to Him. ‘Your kingdom come’: The kingdom of God is a kingdom of peace, love and
justice. This is to say, after recognizing God as your Father, humbly ask for His peace, love and justice to reign in your
heart, your ministry and world. Without peace of mind the disciples’ prayer will be filled with distractions and lack of
focus. ‘Give us each day our daily bread’ is an advice from the Lord that as we pray we should pray step-by-step and
one problem at a time. Thus, he says in another place: “When you pray, do not keep on babbling like pagans, for they
think they will be heard because of their many words” (Matthew 6:7). After requesting for their daily basic needs,
Christ says the disciples should ask the Father to forgive them their sins as they forgive everyone in debt to them. This
suggests to say that we should acknowledge our sins and unworthiness before God as we lift our hearts, joy or pain up to
Him in prayer. And we should be ready and willing to forgive our offenders as we would like God to forgive us. I think
what Christ is asking us here is to do to others as we would like God do to us, which makes sense to me. Another part
of the prayer that indicates Christ wants us to recognize our powerlessness is the aspect that requires us to ask God “not
to subject us to the final test” (Luke 11:4). This also means in prayer we should ask God to protect us from all
temptation and He should not test our faith and strength for we are weak.

The last section of today’s Gospel discussed the story of the importunate friend. In the story Christ highlighted
perseverance as another important element of effective prayer by saying that if the man does not get up and give his
importunate friend what he requests for friendship’s sake then persistence will make him do that.

Our personal and group prayers are challenged by this week’s gospel message. How many times have we prayed with
faith, humility, gratitude and perseverance? To put it in another way, do we always pray with faith, humility, gratitude
and perseverance? If not, why not ask the Lord for the gift of these virtues that make prayer more effective.

LA ESQUINA DEL PADRE SAM

28 de Julio del 2019

Decimoséptimo Domingo del Tiempo Ordinario
Evangelio: Lucas 11:1-13

Fe, humildad, gratitud y Perseverancia: algunos de los Elementos de la Oracion Efectiva

Aunque Lucas no nos dijo especificamente por qué los discipulos le pidieron a Cristo que les ensefiara a orar, tal vez quisieran que
Cristo les ensefara a orar sin distracciones y tan a menudo como lo hace ¢él. O habiendo visto el efecto de su oracion en la vida de
los cojos, ciegos y enfermos, querian que sus oraciones fueran tan efectivas como las de su maestro. Por lo tanto, en el Evangelio de
hoy, los discipulos lo observaron mientras oraba, después de lo cual solicitaron: "El Seflor nos ensefia a orar tal como Juan ensefié a
sus discipulos" (Lucas 11: 1).

Esta importante peticion humilde de los discipulos nos recuerda que a menudo pensamos que sabemos coémo orar eficazmente,
mientras que nosotros no lo somos. En general, el Catecismo de la Iglesia Catdlica dice: "La oracidn es elevar la mente y el corazon
de uno a Dios o pedirle cosas buenas a Dios" (CCC, Para 255). Aunque la oracion se puede expresar a través de la emocion, el gesto,
las acciones o las palabras, un anélisis profundo de la oracion que Cristo ensefié a sus discipulos en el Evangelio de Lucas anterior
indica si la oracion se expresa con palabras o gestos, al orar se requieren ciertas pautas y mentalidades. Asi, "Cristo dijo a sus
discipulos, cuando oren, digan ..." (Lucas 11: 2). En otras palabras, Cristo parece estar diciendo, cuando ores, sigue esta pauta, o
primero di: Padre, santificado sea tu nombre. En "Padre, santificado sea tu nombre", parece decir Cristo cuando ores, trata de poner
tu corazoén en Dios, reconocelo como tu Padre, humillate ante El, alaba su nombre y agradécelo. "Venga tu reino": El reino de Dios
es un reino de paz, amor y justicia. Es decir, después de reconocer a Dios como tu Padre, pide humildemente que su paz, amor y
justicia reinen en tu corazon, en tu ministerio y en el mundo. Sin paz mental, la oracion de los discipulos estara llena de
distracciones y falta de enfoque. "Danos cada dia nuestro pan de cada dia" es un consejo del Sefior para que al orar debemos orar
paso a paso y un problema a la vez. Por lo tanto, él dice en otro lugar: "Cuando ores, no sigas balbuceando como los paganos,
porque piensan que seran escuchados por sus muchas palabras" (Mateo 6: 7). Después de solicitar sus necesidades basicas diarias,
Cristo dice que los discipulos deben pedirle al Padre que les perdone sus pecados al perdonar a todos los que estan en deuda con
ellos. Esto sugiere que debemos reconocer nuestros pecados ¢ indignidad ante Dios cuando elevamos nuestros corazones, gozo o
dolor hacia El en oracion. Y debemos estar listos y dispuestos a perdonar a nuestros ofensores como nos gustaria que Dios nos
perdone. Creo que lo que Cristo nos esta pidiendo aqui es que hagamos a los demas como nos gustaria que Dios nos hiciera, lo que
tiene sentido para mi. Otra parte de la oracion que indica que Cristo quiere que reconozcamos nuestra impotencia es el aspecto que
nos obliga a pedirle a Dios que "no nos someta a la prueba final" (Lucas 11: 4). Esto también significa que en la oraciéon debemos
pedirle a Dios que nos proteja de toda tentacion y El no debe probar nuestra fe y nuestra fortaleza porque somos débiles.

La ultima seccion del Evangelio de hoy trato la historia del amigo importunado. En la historia, Cristo destaco la perseverancia como
otro elemento importante de la oracion efectiva al decir que si el hombre no se levanta y le da a su amigo impropio lo que solicita
por el bien de la amistad, entonces la persistencia lo hara hacerlo.

Nuestras oraciones personales y grupales son desafiadas por el mensaje del evangelio de esta semana. ;Cuantas veces hemos orado
con fe, humildad, gratitud y perseverancia? Para decirlo de otra manera, jsiempre oramos con fe, humildad, gratitud y
perseverancia? Si no, ;por qué no pedirle al Sefior el don de estas virtudes que hacen que la oracion sea mas efectiva?
