PURPOSE OF JOB: Primary responsibility for providing legal advocacy and other direct services to victims of violence and for building capacity for social justice and equality and coordination of the regional sexual assault response team.

· Solid understanding of the root causes, dynamics and prevention strategies for domestic violence, sexual assault and related abuse 

· Thorough understanding/knowledge of criminal, civil and community justice systems including ICWA, tribal courts and jurisdictions in PL280 states 

· Basic understanding of Fetal Alcohol Spectrum Disorders including the root causes, physical and behavioral health impact and social justice issues for children and adults affected by fetal alcohol exposure 

· Knowledge or experience with substance abuse issues including working with victim/witnesses of violence who are impacted by chemical dependency   

· Ability to work independently with minimal supervision, to communicate effectively, and to work with people of varied backgrounds and value systems 

· Ability to effectively confront issues of gender and race and to facilitate problem solving

· Knowledge of Bristol Bay community resources, cultural values, personal and family relationships  

· Computer proficiency with ability to design, implement and maintain spreadsheets, databases, reports and electronic communications  

· Must be a responsible individual of reputable character who is known to exercise sound judgment, maintain confidentiality, cope with stress and crisis situations in a calm manner and who models non-violent behavior and freedom from substance abuse   

· High School Diploma or equivalent.

· Certification in 1st Aid/CPR

· At least two years in a progressively responsible management/supervision position 

· Paralegal training or experience. 

· Experience serving on a tribal court and/or decision making or governmental body.

· Providing, coordinating and supervising the delivery of  direct legal advocacy services to program participants 

· Providing information, referral and assistance in accessing additional legal services including private attorneys, pro bono program, Alaska Legal Services and the Alaska Native Justice Center

· Provide notification and assistance with accessing Crime Compensation
· Assure access to crime victim notification, assist in preparation of victim impact statements, scheduling and notice of court actions affecting persons seeking and/or receiving services

· Providing/arranging for safe shelter, food and support services, child care and transportation to assist persons with accessing necessary joint services 

· Coordinating and arranging for assessments and services to assist in the prevention of unplanned pregnancies among women and young adults who are battered, chemically dependent and/or in danger of relapse.  
· Assisting and encouraging individuals, parents and caregivers to seek screening and diagnosis for persons impacted by fetal alcohol exposure 

· Facilitating working agreements/ROI for exchange of information between OCS, ICWA, tribal courts, BBAHC and other involved agencies/entities with the informed consent and participation of the program participant(s) 
· Serving as Advocate of first referral for programs and services at the Bristol Bay Area Health Corporation including primary responder for the SART,  CAC, Behavioral Health, ER, Rescue Squad, CHAP Program, nursing and medical staff.    

Supports social justice initiatives and resources by  

· Maintaining data base collection system of court and justice agency actions, criminal and civil cases involving interpersonal violence, sexual assault, stalking, abuse or neglect of children or vulnerable adults or related issues 

·  Supervising/monitoring the Court Watch and Tribal Notification 

· Preparing and submitting an annual report on the status of criminal, civil and community justice response to crimes involving physical and sexual violence, abuse, neglect, stalking and related abuse 
· Coordinating, providing staff support and technical assistance to the Community Justice Alliance 

· Arranging/providing for trainings and presentations on social justice issues impacting persons affected by fetal alcohol exposure, addictions and mental health challenges  

Supports general program operations by 

· Serve as a spokesperson and resource on initiatives and tribal interventions to reduce and eliminate violence against Native women for other tribes, tribal organizations, state and federal agencies serving 1st Nation people 

· Compiling and submitting timely and accurate grant reports and requests for reimbursement and assisting in preparation of performance/fiscal reports and grant applications

· Providing advocacy, answering crisis line, serving as back up and assisting with other program services

· Providing direct services to victims of domestic violence and sexual abuse including immediate safety, crisis intervention and other direct advocacy services. 
· Coordinating the Sexual Assault Response Team including tracking civil and criminal justice actions involving sexual related crimes 

· Co-facilitating the Men’s Program including tracking and reporting on compliance with court orders and program requirements. 

Contributes to the team effort and maintains continuous quality improvement by welcoming new and different work requirements; exploring new opportunities to add value to the organization; helping others accomplish related job results; being active in self-directed learning and professional development, attending all mandatory staff  meetings and in service training and providing and maintaining documentation of required training in appropriate field(s)
