September 25, 2018
The Pleasant Township Board of Trustees held a Regular meeting on September 25, 2018 at 5373 Norton Road, Grove City, Ohio.

Trustee Hunter called the meeting to order with Trustee Sheets, Trustee Hunter and Trustee Good present.   

Minutes

Financial Reports

Visitor
Dr. Wise, Superintendent of South-Western City School District addressed those present

about Issue 7 to be on the November 6th ballet. Wise stated the issue is a “no new millage school bond issue” and will not increase annual taxes.  If Issue 7 passes, the State will provide sixty million in matching funds through the Ohio Facilities Construction Commission Project – Segment 2.
With the funds from Issue 7 and the State, plans are to replace four middle schools; Brookpark, Finland, Norton and Pleasant View in addition to renovation of Jackson Middle and East Franklin Elementary schools.
It was noted that Brookpark would not be replaced on the existing site and would be
built either on property in the Bolton Field or Beulah Development areas.  The existing
Brookpark building would be used as “swing” space and/or could be rented.  All of the

other buildings being replaced will be built on their current sites with the existing 

buildings to be demolished.

Dr. Wise said projected opening dates of the new schools is 2022, that the buildings will have thermal heating and cooling systems and will be more economical to run.  
If the District is able to participate in a 3rd Segment, plans are to replace Westland and

Grove City High schools.

Trustee Hunter stated she was pleased with the last project.  Dr. Wise said they conducted

a survey that indicated 81% of the public was happy with the last project.

Deputy Report

Deputy Forsythe stated there were seven runs but nothing major to report.
Road Department

Superintendent Karn reported on Road Department activities and expenses.

The Department has mowed and seeded the cemetery and are working on the drainage on Neff Road.  Tires that were dumped along Haenzel and Harrisburg-Georgesville roads
were picked up.
Those present were reminded of the Fall Cleanup scheduled for October 12th and 13th.

Fire Department

Chief Taylor reported on Fire Department activities and expenses.

There have been 62 runs this month with 833 runs for the year.  
Harrison Township borrowed Engine 232 and will have it until Monday or Tuesday.  The brake issue on Engine 231 has been repaired.

The Department purchased a new ice machine.  The old machine was fifthteen years old and the repairs would have been $500.00 for the part and labor.  
Grove City IT was in last week and ran all new wiring throughout the building as well as installed new wireless devices.  They migrated the department from their old internet provider to a new one and the change will save $190.00 a month. 
The station vacuum was taken to the shop for maintenance.
Two quotes were received for the Breathing Air Compressor. Bids for the station ventilation system are due by October 9th and will be opened publicly at the Trustee meeting.  Both projects will be funded though the 2017 Assistance for Firefighter Grants at ninety-five percent and five percent Township funds.  
Unit 2 participated on Friday, September 21st in Metro Park’s Touch-A-Truck event.    The Georgesville Car Show will be Saturday, October 6th from 2:00 p.m. until 5:00 p.m. 
followed by the Scare on the Square at 6:00 p.m. until 9:00 p.m.

New radios have been delivered and are waiting to be programmed. 
The 2018 Assistance for Firefighters grant period is open.  The Department will be applying for hoses, nozzles and appliances. 
It was noted Firefighter Sanchez is finishing his Certified Fire Inspector class tomorrow.
Trustee Hunter made a resolution to hire Justin Gardner as a part-time firefighter/EMT pending drug testing and driving abstract.  Trustee Sheets seconded.  Vote:  Trustee Sheets-yes, Trustee Hunter-yes and Trustee Good-yes.                                            R-0061

purchase was budgeted for in 2018 and is to come from the 21-A-02 account.

$3,249.00 per employee like the other entities in the group.
