Pleasant Township Board of Trustees

October 9, 2018
The Pleasant Township Board of Trustees held a meeting on October 9, 2018 at 5373 Norton Road, Grove City, Ohio.

Trustee Hunter called the meeting to order with Trustee Sheets, Trustee Hunter and Trustee Good present.

Financial Reports

Financial reports were provided to the Trustees and Department Heads.

Welcome  

The Trustees welcomed Mr. Josh Myer who will be moving into the Township this week.

Deputy Report

Deputy Ronk stated that unfortunately the Crime Analysis Report was not available at this time. Ronk reported Deputy Forsythe will be covering Pleasant and Jackson Townships and Deputy Ronk will be covering Prairie and Franklin Townships.  Trustee Hunter noted she heard there was a break-in on Lambert Road and an attempt on Lukens Road.
Road Department

Superintendent Karn reported on Road Department activities and expenses.

A tree located in Gundy Cemetery was dropped that was hollow and ninety percent dead.  The Department cleaned up the debris from the tree, they have been completing mowing and are working on getting the Neff Road drainage project finalized.
It was reported the mosquito control contract is up for renewal. The new contract would cover 2019, 2020 and 2021 at a cost of $7,831.38 each year.  It was noted the County is

contracting with a different provider than used in the past.  The current contract is $8,870.09 per year. 

Brief discussion took place regarding an option to include spraying for nuisance mosquitoes when fifty or more mosquitoes are found in mosquito traps placed around 

the Township.  The option would increase the cost to $8,996.68 

Superintendent Karn was asked to complete a survey regarding mosquito spraying within the Township.  Karn noted that normally spraying is only done in populated areas of the Township and when and where the most complaints are received.

Fire Department
Chief Taylor reported on Fire Department activities and expenses.

There have been 21 runs so far for the month and 871 runs to date for the year.

Engine 231 has a radiator issue and is scheduled for repairs this week. It was noted Engine 232 has been returned from Harrison.  
The Department has been busy with various station projects.  There are a few IT issues that are being resolved, the glitch with the electronic sign has been fixed, West Jefferson

Heating and Cooling has been in to complete preventive maintenance on the furnaces and

heaters, the repairs have been made to the blocks on the outside walls and they will be painted prior to the weather getting cold and all Units have been working on annual fire inspections.
Other activities by the Department included Unit 3 attending the Georgesville Car Show and Scare on the Square on Saturday and Fire Prevention presentations held at Darbydale Elementary school today.  

It was reported that Lt. Wihl is now a certified CPR instructor. 
The Board was informed there have been multiple problems with the lock on the front door and it has been repaired in-house numerous times.  Chief Taylor has been working on scheduling a meeting with the same door company used by Grove City and Jackson and Prairie Townships.  More information will be provided at the next meeting. 
It was noted Cypress Creek Church dropped off appreciation bags to the Department and that Department employees will be wearing breast cancer shirts during October.  
Chief Taylor presented a list of items Lt. Wihl has compiled to remove from the inventory ahead of the fall clean-up.  Trustee Hunter made a resolution to put the following items on Gov.Deals: an old Honda generator and a Tecumseh motor fan.  Trustee Sheets seconded. There was only one bid received for a Station Ventilation System.  Chief Taylor opened the bid submitted by the Clean Air Concepts Company in the amount of $69,723.00.  

Chief Taylor stated the Township’s share will be five percent of the project.  Taylor will
review the proposed timeline for the work to be done but is hoping it will be completed

by the first of the year.  It was noted the Jess Howard Company will need to do some electrical work for the project.

Old Business
Brief comments were made regarding insurance issues.  Trustee Good read an email she received from Mr. Jim Organ and  noted she had forwarded a copy to legal council for their review.  Good stated Mr. Griggs will review it but believes his advice will be to “keep fighting the fight or walk away”. 

New Business
It was reported the dates scheduled for the Franklin County Township Association meetings are November 15, 2018 at the County Engineer’s Office and January 17, 2019 at the Hollywood Casino.
