Travel Policy

INTRODUCTION 

This policy covers the arrangements for travel to fixtures and events arranged by Clarbeston Road AFC (“the club”) for its members. In most circumstances individual members (or their family members) will make their own arrangements for travel to club fixtures and events and Clarbeston Road AFC accepts no responsibility for those journeys. 
MEMBER TRAVEL
As a general rule, Clarbeston Road AFC officials and volunteers will not provide transport or travel to other club members on behalf of the club.  If a team coach/helper arranges to drive children from other families (s)he is acting as a parent and not as an official of the club. Any other arrangements that are made between individual members for shared travel in their personal vehicles, including the transport by another parent guardian of their family members, will be regarded as private arrangements between them and Clarbeston Road AFC will not be liable for these. 
CLUB TRANSPORT HIRE 

Occasionally, Clarbeston Road AFC will hire vehicles with drivers to transport members to and from competitions and events. On these occasions, professional hire services will be employed and a nominated club representative will take responsibility to evaluate the suitability of the hire company and vehicle, complete a risk assessment for the event and take responsibility for the group throughout the trip and event.

SELF DRIVE HIRE

In the event that a self-drive hire vehicle is used by the club, then Clarbeston Road AFC will ensure that a professional hire company is used and that any nominated driver(s) has a valid driving licence and that the driver(s), passengers and vehicle are appropriately insured. The nominated driver will take responsibility to ensure that the vehicle is in a roadworthy condition and for complying with driving regulations. Clarbeston Road AFC accepts no responsibility for any parking or other traffic offences that are incurred by the driver(s).
VULNERABLE MEMBERS

All vulnerable adults and/or players with a disability using transport arranged by the club must be accompanied by a designated responsible carer who is familiar with their disabilities and needs.  It is the responsibility of the player’s family or care provider to arrange this. As a general rule, the coach or team manager will not provide care support apart from in pre-arranged exceptional circumstances where he/she is confident that the individual can travel unattended and the care requirements are minimal. (Specific detailed arrangements for trips for disability members, including to Wales international games are set out in Appendix 2)
ALCOHOL

No alcoholic beverages or non-prescribed controlled substances shall be present or consumed by club members while travelling or participating in club sponsored events.

CHECK LIST
Club representatives arranging transport for club members should refer to the attached check list of issues to consider in organising trips

Failure to abide by these rules and/or guidelines may be subject the club disciplinary procedures.

Any travel/trips involving overnight accommodation (such as for tours) will be subject to separate provisions, procedures and risk assessments.

Appendix 2: Specific provisions for Clarby Warriors Disability Football Trips

These considerations are in addition to the general club rules outlined above and are to assist in the safe and smooth running of trips for disabled members. 

 As set out in the club policy, all vulnerable adults and or players with disabilities must have a designated responsible carer with them who is familiar with their disabilities and needs, or by exception an agreed arrangement with the coach or team manager. 

The following general rules will apply to trips to Clarby Warriors festivals and games:

 
· The coach/manager will inform players and/or carers of bus pick up points and times during the week of any festival and what on site catering facilities are likely to be available.

· It is the responsibility of the players/carers to provide all refreshments during the trip, including water during the matches.

· On occasions the bus may stop on the way home from a particularly long trip, or if on site catering has been minimal, to allow players to have a takeaway meal.

· Players will be expected to make a contribution to the cost of the bus.
The following general rules will apply to Clarby Warriors trips to Wales international matches in Cardiff or Swansea:

· Tickets will be ordered from the FA of Wales on behalf of players who have informed the team manager of their desire to attend.  Tickets will be sold to players at their face value and non-refundable once ordered. Every effort will be made to have the group seated together for the match
· It is the responsibility of each player’s family/carer to ensure their safety, care and support for the whole trip.
· Bus transport will be arranged with a suitable local professional company, and this may be an exclusive bus for club players, if enough numbers allow this to be economical. Alternatively, the team members may purchase seats on a public bus company trip that will include members of the public, whose behaviour will be out of the club’s control.  The coach/manager will endeavour to ensure that bus company rules to prevent bad behaviour are enforced by the company.
· The cost of any bus transport provided will be on a full cost recoverable basis.  A pre-arranged bus parking ticket will mean that the bus will be parked outside the stadium.
· The intention is to arrive at the match venue an hour before kick-off, in time to allow purchase of food outside the stadium, and to depart as soon as possible after the final whistle. It will be the responsibility of each player/carer to ensure they know where the bus is parked and to return to the bus promptly after the match. The bus will leave at the appointed time, irrespective of any late returnees, apart from in exceptional circumstances notified to the organiser. 
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
