2 Man 4 Club Red Tees - Better Ball

We had a total of 88 players, two man teams in
four flights, on both courses. A flight and B flight
were on Chino Creek. C flight and D flight were
on Butterfield Stage. The change to World
Handicap System allowed us to use red tee
handicaps. Under WHS, each course has it’s
own rating which is part of the handicap
calculation. Our red tees were 5 strokes (CC)
and 5.6 strokes (BS) impact to your handicap.
This left many in the A flight with plus handicaps.
Everyone did a real good job following these
changes and the scorecards were very well
done considering this big change. Winners
included the teams of Brian Dancses/Mike Cole
in the A Flight with a score of 64. The B Flight
teaem with a score of 65 was Pete
Waasdorp/Mike Younger. C flight top team at
61, Larry Young/Troy Young, Lastly, D Flight
team with a score of 62 was Jim Moir/ John
Kramer.

The Club Championship is our next
tournament to be held on two successive
Saturdays.

For the members playing on Wednesday nights,
please remember that you are required to post
your score as a 9-hole home round.
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Saturday Skins Games

We have been having some great turnouts for
the Saturday skins games with upwards of 60
players. This equates to very large pots with
over $1,000 in the skins pots in addition to the
low net and closest to the pins payouts. Best
of all, rounds are taking under 4 hours!
Following are some suggestions that will help
me in putting the game together and figuring
out the payouts.

1. Make sure to sign up or cancel by 3 p.m.
Mondays. Skins pairings are sent out for
posting on our website on Tuesdays.
Telling me at the Tuesday skins game that
you are in or out, or cancelling later in the
week becomes problematic, sometimes
leaving twosomes which is unfair to the
course or the people with whom you were
paired.

2. Make sure everyone’s name makes it to the
score sheets, even if they made no birdies
or didn’t finish the round, as | need an
accurate count of players in each flight. If
there are missing names | have to go back
through the cards to make sure there are no
missing skins and the pot is right for each
flight.

3. The closest markers have little room but it is
important that you write the numbers legibly
in feet and inches, even if you have to use a
second line. If you write 317, or | can’t read
your writing, you will not be paid.

4. Put your scorecards in the box on the table.
If you are in an earlier group and the box is
not out, ask for it at the starter’s window and
make sure it gets on the table.

5. Someone has been circling all the birdies
on the score sheet. We have a picture of
him and if you catch him, please make him
stop. Since we use circles on the
scoresheets to indicate skins, if all the
birdies are circled | have a hard time
distinguishing which ones held and which
ones are cut. He must be stopped!
