COUNTY, PENNSYLVANIA, ADOPTING A NAME FOR THE 

MARION TOWNSHIP BALLFIELD IN MARION TOWNSHIP 

COMMUNITY PARK LOCATED ALONG JACKSONVILLE ROAD, 

S.R. 26, TO BE THE “LT. JONAS M. PANIK FIELD”. 

 

  IT IS HEREBY ENACTED AND ORDAINED by the Board of Supervisors in 

and for the Township of Marion, Centre County, Pennsylvania as follows: 

 

 WHEREAS, the Marion Township Supervisors desire to recognize Lt. Jonas M. 

Panik, a former resident of Walker Township, who died in the September 11, 2001 

National tragedy.  The field will be named the “Lt. Jonas M. Panik Field” in recognition 

of Jonas’ ultimate sacrifice to this Nation.
