LANDSCAPE NOTES
Hello and Happy New Year, Chantarelle friends!  Here's what's up with your Landscape Committee at this dawning of the new year.

Your Vote Counts!  
As you no doubt recall, Debbie and I are eager to commence with a major renovation of our old and rather rickety (to put it mildly!) irrigation system this winter. We've interviewed several irrigation specialists and believe we have come up with the ideal contractor to do the work. However, because the cost of the project is beyond the maximum amount permitted in our CC&R's for the Board to approve, funding the project necessitates a special homeowner election.  That's where you come in!

The Board meets next on Tuesday, January 19th.  On that day, we will submit to the Board a cover letter and ballot for the Board's approval. If this special election is indeed approved, then our letter and ballot will go in the mail to you the following day. While you will have 30 days to review the material and submit your vote, the sooner we can receive the votes, the better we will be able to line up the contractor and his team to launch into the renovation project as soon as all the votes are tallied.  

We have also made the decision to break this renovation project into two parts, to take place over the next two winters. Because the water savings will be particul-arly significant by replacing our existing lawn sprinklers, this is the project we will focus on during Winter 2016. The following winter is when we will move forward with the drip irrigation project that will also yield great water savings and improve the health and well-being of the plants in front of our homes. But the cost of each of these two segments of the project necessitates breaking it up into two.  

Thank you in advance for giving your attention (and your vote) for this very important improvement project for our landscape and for our drought-conscious water savings.

SAFETY & WELFARE

When Every Second Counts

1. Clear the Way

Snow and untrimmed greenery can impede Emergency Med-ical Services (EMS) access. Trim bushes and low-hanging trees by your driveway; keep stairways in good repair.

2. Make Your House a Beacon

Emergency Medical Technicians (EMTs) have detailed maps and GPS devices to help them get to you quickly. But bad signage and lighting can cause big delays. Consider using reflective numbers, or mark the curb front with reflective paint.

3. Don’t Lock Out EMTs

EMTs and firefighters will break down a door to reach you, but that takes time that patients in crisis may not have. Make a key available. Stow a spare in a small lockbox outside the house. You can yell out to EMTs where to find it. Or better: Call the local EMS and ask it to note the lockbox location and combination in its database.
4. Declutter Your Home

As people get older, they might not tidy up their homes as much as they used to. The resulting clutter can keep EMS from getting a stretcher into the room where it’s needed and delay CPR. Clear a path to all rooms where people spend time and provide an open space around a bedbound person to allow EMTs to do their work.

After You’ve Dialed 911

Whether you or a family member or caregiver calls:

* Stay on the phone; answer the dispatcher’s questions and follow directions.

* Lock pets away if you’re home. Have someone walk the dog away if you’re on the street.

* Open the front door; make sure the front light is on.
