Summary of Captain’s Meeting on June 6.

Attendees included Shirley Johnson, Pauline Gutierrez, Adele Thompson, Joyce Montoya, Edna Worf, Marlene
Uribe, Celeste Cole, and Pat Stanalonis. Absentees were Dora Rodriquez, Josie Gonzales, and Michele
Emberger.

Team Stats — no issues or concerns per captains. Second half of season starts 6/19.

SWSL Finances -

Senior Women’s Softball League balance is estimated at $1,410 (official report due from NMSSF) less
reserves for Umpires ($750) and for Fall Ball registration ($396). $138 in player donations has been deposited for
L.A. John (porta-potty) with an estimated balance due for summer season of $264. The projected balance at
season end is $178 plus Fall Ball player fees less Fall Ball expenses.

Community Senior Women’s Softball Newsletter - Gayle Maloy volunteered to

publish a newsletter to be distributed by email. Captains will provide hard copies to their respective players who
don’t have email.

The following rule changes apply to second half of 2017
Summer Season only. Each year, the SWSL rules will be reviewed:

1. Double Rostered players will now be counted toward the core team. As such,
they may be placed anywhere in the lineup wearing the team shirt for both teams.

Teams affiliated with Silver Gloves will turn in the money received from a double rostered players pay a
pro-rated fee and turn in their money to Silver Gloves. Outside teams turn in their money to Pat for
SWSL.

2. Players may change teams during the season. Both captains must approve. There is no
waiting period other than the player must turn in their shirt.

3. No change to current rule which states “Pickup players must be listed at the
bottom of the lineup. Subs must be listed on the lineup card prior to start of game. These subs

cannot take the field unless an injury/illness/emergency, in which case the sub takes the place of the
injured player in the batting order.

4. Subs may be pinch runners (or as stated in #3). Captains should discuss prior to the start of the
game and inform the umpire. Any sub must be listed on the lineup prior to the beginning of the game.
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Forfeitures. Captains must notify Pat in advance before 3PM on Monday’s. Failure to do so will cost
ateam $25 (umpire fee). Teams who are short players are encouraged to pick up what they need to
scrimmage. No notification or fee is required in these cases, and the game is recorded as a forfeit/
scrimmage.

Captains approved the following equalizers. Beginning 6/19/17 the following will apply
for the summer league:

“Wendy” rule. If a batter is unable to reasonably run due to injury or other physical handicaps, a
special courtesy runner may be utilized. The runner, acknowledged by umpire, will position herself at the
interior backstop pole behind home plate. The batter must make contact with the ball or take a walk
before the runner leaves. Otherwise, the umpire will call the batter out. Only one non-running batter may
be utilized and must be identified on the lineup card at the start of the game. This runner may not be
replaced during the game.

Extra run rule. The top 3 teams (HDD, NM Gold, Last Minute) will give up to 5 runs to the
bottom 4 teams (Right Stuff, Jazz, Mixed Silver, 4-Fun Bunch), one run per inning beginning the first
inning.

Splitting into two divisions was voted down.

Extra player for 2 bottom teams. Voted to continue allowing the two bottom teams as of
6/19/17 (Mixed Silver and 4-Fun Bunch) the option of 12 defensive players as defined in current rules.
This player may be positioned on the infield or outfield and move during the game. These teams may
also pick up 3 players (rather than two) plus a pitcher.
