Bloomfield Police Department

Monthly Report for September 2016
This is the monthly report for the Month of September 2016 from the Bloomfield Police Department.  It is the police department’s goal to keep the citizens of Bloomfield Township/Village informed as to the police department’s activities, statistics, and community projects.  It is very important that the citizens be aware of the various concerns that have and are occurring within our community.
On Thursday, September 1, 2016 at approximately 5:50pm officers were assisting a Walworth County Sheriff’s Deputy at a residence on Powers Lake Road with a complaint they were investigating.  While at the residence officers located a pipe commonly used for smoking marijuana.  A 26-year-old female subject was issued a non-traffic citation for possession of drug paraphernalia.
On Friday, September 2, 2016 at approximately 7:12am officers responded to the area 2200 Bloomfield Road for an incident between mother and child.  At the conclusion of the investigation a 36-year-old female was arrested and confined in the Walworth County jail.  Charges of operating a motor vehicle while intoxicated with a passenger under the age of 16, operating a motor vehicle with a prohibited alcohol concentration, physical abuse of a child and disorderly conduct have been forwarded to the Walworth County District Attorney’s office.  She was also issued non-traffic citations for possession of marijuana and possession of drug paraphernalia.
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On Monday, September 5, 2016 at approximately 5:34am officers executed a traffic stop on Hwy H in the area of Locust Road for a speeding violation.  At the conclusion of the traffic stop a 35-year-old male was arrested for operating a motor vehicle while intoxicated 1st offense.  Additionally the driver was issued a traffic citation for the speeding violation.

On Tuesday, September 6, 2016 at approximately 8:20pm officers executed a traffic stop on Hwy 120 in the area of Hwy H for a speeding violation.  At the conclusion of the traffic stop a 17-year-old male driver was issued a citation for the speeding violation.  Additionally, the driver was issued non-traffic citations for possession of marijuana and possession of drug paraphernalia.
On Tuesday, September 13, 2016 at approximately 1:40am officers responded to a residence on Juneau Road for a disorderly conduct complaint.  At the conclusion of the investigation a 34-year-old male subject was arrested and confined in the Walworth County Jail.  Charges of disorderly conduct, criminal damage to property, criminal trespass to dwelling and bail jumping have been forwarded to the Walworth County District Attorney’s office.

On Friday, September 23, 2016 at approximately 2:35am officers responded along with the Bloomfield-Genoa City Fire Department to a structure fire at N1411 Clover Road which was a condemned home.  The fire was ultimately extinguished.  The fire which was suspicious in nature remains under investigation.

On Sunday, September 25, 2016 at approximately 8:50am officers responded to a residence on Maple Road for a theft from building complaint.  It was reported that persons unknown entered an open garage door and stole 4 items valued at approximately $1,200.00.  This incident remains under investigation.
On Sunday, September 25, 2016 at approximately 11:59am officers responded to a residence on Pine Road for a theft from automobile complaint.  The complainant reported that person(s) unknown entered two unlocked vehicles parked in front of their residence.  It was reported that there was a small amount of money taken from each of the vehicles.  This incident remains under investigation.

During the month of September 2016 officers from the Bloomfield Police Department affected 2 arrests for warrants issued by the Bloomfield Municipal Court satisfying approximately $301.60 in outstanding forfeitures.

During the month of September 2016 the Bloomfield Police Department responded to 663 calls for service compared to 886 calls for service during the month of September 2015.  During the month of September 2016 the police department affected 95 arrests for various violations of Bloomfield Municipal Ordinances and Wisconsin State Statutes compared to 76 arrests during the month of September 2015.
