I. Women and Reform
· Triangle Shirtwaist Factory Fire 

· New York City 1911

· 146 young women died

· this led to numerous changes in occupational safety standards 

II. Susan B. Anthony
· Led suffrage movement

· Fought for political equality for women

· tried to reform NY state laws discriminating against women

· helped start the women’s rights movement

· 19th Amendment passed in 1920

· gave women the right to vote

III. Women Reformers
a. Jane Addams 
· co-founder of Hull-House in 1889 
· offered jobs, education and place to live for immigrants

b. Lillian Wald 
· U.S Children’s Bureau in 1912

· improved child abuse prevention, foster care, and adoption
c. Margaret Sanger
· spread information on contraceptives

· prevented unwanted pregnancy among poor women

· became the Planned Parenthood Federation of America

d. Frances Willard

· Organized the Woman's Christian Temperance Union 

· Pushed the Temperance Movement 

· helped pass prohibition: the 18th Amendment 

· banned alcoholic beverages

· 18th Amendment was repealed by the 21st Amendment
