Call to Order:   George Nelson called the Regular Meeting to order at 6:36 P.M.
Approval of the Minutes: (14-06/05-02) A motion was made by Paul V. Hansen, Jr., to approve the minutes from the May 15, 2014 Meeting as presented.  The motion was seconded by William Fisher. The motion carried unanimously.
Treasurer’s Report: (14-06/05-03) A motion was made by Paul V. Hansen, Jr., to approve the Accounts Payable in the amount of $5,589.33 as presented.  The motion was seconded by William Fisher. The motion carried unanimously.
Engineers Report:  Email sent with nothing to report
Regular Meeting Items: There was a discussion about the resolutions that were approved on May 15, 2014.  Resolution number 2014-1 for certification of the assessment to be set at $179.00 per acre and resolution number 2014-2 for authorization to manage the SBA funds were accepted by general consent. Linda Gee presented the renewal of Principal for Life and Dental insurance with no increase to premium.  (14-06/05-04) A motion was made by Paul V. Hansen, Jr., to approve the renewal of Principal for Life and Dental, as presented by Linda Gee.  The motion was seconded by William Fisher. The motion carried unanimously. 
Attorney Report: Asked who would be the Chair for the landowner's meeting.
District Administrator Report: Linda submitted her written report to the board and in addition she mentioned after calling Windstream was able to get a reduction in the monthly cost, the total savings per month will be $87.00.  Linda also mentioned that the EOC LMS meeting that she attended for the master drainage improvement and Sixteen Mile Creek is on a point system and depends on grants.  In addition, the Council of Aging will use the conference room on June 26.   
District Foreman Report:  Mike submitted his report and explained that his crew installed a culvert package on Vaughan Avenue.  Mike stated that the vegetation control was complete.  In regards to the Amos Avenue project, Mike stated that Melanie Street to Vicki Street took 150 loads of rap, and that he was able to locate the survey for Vicky Street and Palatka Blvd. in order to get ready to begin that area.  Mike stated that he estimates it will take six hundred to seven hundred loads of millings to finish Amos Avenue.  Mike also stated that he purchased the following culvert pipes: three 18"X20', one 30"X40', one 15"X40', one 15"X30', and the following bands: two 15" bands and two 18" bands, for a total cost of $2,613.20.  (14-06/05-05) A motion was made by Paul V. Hansen, Jr., to approve the purchase of the pipes and bands, as presented by Mike Paesch for the amount of $2,613.20.  The motion was seconded by William Fisher. The motion carried unanimously.  Mike also informed the Board that phase two of the Amos Avenue project only had to replace one driveway culvert and all driveways received rip wrap bags.
