A RESOLUTION OF THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF CISCO, TEXAS, AUTHORIZING THE CISCO 4A DEVELOPMENT 
CORPORATION (“C4ADC”) TO REMIT PAYMENT OF BACK TAXES ACCRUED BY SHAWNA STANLEY, CURTIS STANLEY, SR., 
AND NDS FABRICATORS, LLC (“PREVIOUS OWNERS”) FOR HANGAR 1, 365 FM 2807, CISCO, TEXAS, PARCEL NUMBER 
68998 AT CISCO MUNICIPAL AIRPORT.
