RESOLUTION 2020-02

A RESOLUTION FOR THE CITY OF WHITEWOOD

REGARDING ANIMAL LICENSING FEES


BE IT RESOLVED by the Common Council of the City of Whitewood, South Dakota:

An applicant for an animal license pursuant to City Ordinance § 90.22 and § 90.24 shall, at the time of making such application for license, pay to the Finance Officer a license fee.  The fee amounts shall be as follows:

(a) $5.00 for each neutered male or spayed female dog or animal of the dog kind, certified as such by a licensed veterinarian;

(b) $50.00 for each neutered male or spayed female fox, certified as such by a licensed veterinarian;

(c) $10.00 for each non-neutered male or non-spayed female dog or animal of the dog kind; and

(d) $100.00 for each non-neutered male or non-spayed female fox.

This resolution shall become effective upon adoption of Ordinance 2020-05.
