23 Now before faith came, we were held captive under the 

law, imprisoned until the coming faith would be revealed. 24 So then, the law 

was our guardian until Christ came, in order that we might be justified by 

faith. 25 But now that faith has come, we are no longer under a 

guardian, 26 for in Christ Jesus you are all sons of God, through faith. 27 For as 

many of you as were baptized into Christ have put on Christ. 28 There is neither

Jew nor Greek, there is neither slave nor free, there is no male and female, for 

you are all one in Christ Jesus. 29 And if you are Christ's, then you are 

Abraham's offspring, heirs according to promise.

Jesus Heals a Man with a Demon
26 Then they sailed to the country of the Gerasenes,[a] which is opposite 

Galilee. 27 When Jesus[b] had stepped out on land, there met him a man from 

the city who had demons. For a long time he had worn no clothes, and he had not
lived in a house but among the tombs. 28 When he saw Jesus, he cried out and 

fell down before him and said with a loud voice, “What have you to do with me, 

Jesus, Son of the Most High God? I beg you, do not torment me.” 29 For he had 
commanded the unclean spirit to come out of the man. (For many a time it had 

seized him. He was kept under guard and bound with chains and shackles, but he

would break the bonds and be driven by the demon into the desert.) 

30 Jesus then asked him, “What is your name?” And he said, “Legion,” for 

many demons had entered him. 31 And they begged him not to command them 

to depart into the abyss. 32 Now a large herd of pigs was feeding there on the 
hillside, and they begged him to let them enter these. So he gave them 

permission. 33 Then the demons came out of the man and entered the pigs, and 

the herd rushed down the steep bank into the lake and drowned.

34 When the herdsmen saw what had happened, they fled and told it in the 

city and in the country. 35 Then people went out to see what had happened, and 

they came to Jesus and found the man from whom the demons had gone, 
sitting at the feet of Jesus, clothed and in his right mind, and they were 

afraid. 36 And those who had seen it told them how the demon-possessed[c] man

had been healed. 37 Then all the people of the surrounding country of the 
Gerasenes asked him to depart from them, for they were seized with great fear. 

So he got into the boat and returned.

 38 The man from whom the demons had gone begged that he might be 
with him, but Jesus sent him away, saying, 39 “Return to your home, and declare 

how much God has done for you.” And he went away, proclaiming throughout the 

whole city how much Jesus had done for him.

Ron Lang was born in 1953 in Gary, Indiana and he had a twin brother who 

served in the United States Army in Vietnam.

Ron made his living as a professional musician for many years playing in the

Holiday Inn circuit in a 4-piece lounge band playing light rock and standard 
popular music.

He lived in Indiana, Minnesota, Michigan, and Tennessee before moving to 

Englewood Florida a 20 years ago. Ron owned many rental homes in the Port 
Charlotte, North Port, and Punta Gorda area. 

Ron joined Our Savior 10 years ago as our accompanist, and faithfully 

served our congregation during this time. He only took 2 Sundays off from his 

playing duties, both while he was fighting his Covid sickness. Ron developed what
is called long-haul Covid, where he could not lose the negative effects of the 

disease, and after almost a month in intensive care passed into glory in the arms 

of his Savior.

Ron was was an extremely well-versed and knowledgeable musician, and he

greatly added to the culture of Our Savior Lutheran Church. He has been and will 

be missed!
