e scene assessment & incident size up (of both existing & potential conditions)
e resource ordering

e activation procedures for rescue response

e site control and scene management

e hazard recognition & mitigation procedures

In order to accomplish the responsibilities of the awareness level responder, the course also
provides students with a conceptual understanding of the principles, applications, and
hazards associated with advanced water rescue techniques.
