I. Causes of the Civil War
a. Slavery

· Was a moral issue

· Slavery supported in the South not in the North 
· The South favored extension of slavery 

· The North opposed the extension of slavery 

· The West became tied to the North 

b. Economic differences 

· The South was agricultural 

· The North was industrial

c. Secession 

· South: any state had the right to secede

· North: no state had the right to secede

· Lincoln: the primary objective was to preserve the Union

***There is no single cause that started the Civil War

· Three-fourths of the nation’s financial resources

· Superior railroads
