Bloomfield Police Department

Monthly Report for October 2016
This is the monthly report for the Month of October 2016 from the Bloomfield Police Department.  It is the police department’s goal to keep the citizens of Bloomfield Township/Village informed as to the police department’s activities, statistics, and community projects.  It is very important that the citizens be aware of the various concerns that have and are occurring within our community.
On Sunday, October 2nd at approximately 11:12pm officers responded to a report of a fight which had occurred on Moss Drive.  At the conclusion of the investigation a 23-year-old male was arrested and confined in the Walworth County Jail.  Charges of criminal damage to property and disorderly conduct have been forwarded to the Walworth County District Attorney’s Office.
On Tuesday, October 4th at approximately 6:06pm officers responded to a two vehicle fatality crash at the intersection of Hwy 50 and Eastside Road.  A 37-year-old male driver was pronounced dead at the scene of the crash and a 22-year-old male driver of the other vehicle was transported to a hospital for serious injuries received during the crash.  This crash remains under investigation.  Assisting agencies included the Wisconsin State Patrol, Walworth County Sheriff’s Office, Genoa City Police Department, Summit Police Department, Bloomfield-Genoa City Fire & Rescue and the Bloomfield Department of Public Works.
On Tuesday, October 11th at approximately 10:51am officers received a criminal damage complaint which occurred to a vehicle parked in a driveway on Jasmine Road.  The complainant reported that person(s) unknown by unknown means cut open the convertible top of her vehicle.

On Friday, October 28th at approximately 9:47pm officers responded to a residence in Pioneer Estates for a violation of bond complaint.  At the conclusion of the investigation a 58-year-old male was ultimately arrested and confined in the Walworth County Jail.  A charge of misdemeanor bail jumping was forwarded to the Walworth County District Attorney’s Office.

On Saturday, October 29th at approximately 2:30pm officers responded to Trinity Lutheran Church for a violation of bond complaint.  At the conclusion of the investigation a 34-year-old male was arrested and confined in the Walworth County Jail.  A charge of felony bail jumping was forwarded to the Walworth County District Attorney’s Office.
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On Monday, October 31st at approximately 5:50pm, during Halloween “trick or treat” officers responded to Sandalwood Road for a report of a possible intoxicated driver with a minor child in the vehicle.  At the conclusion of the investigation a 52-year-old woman was arrested for operating a motor vehicle while intoxicated with a minor child in the vehicle.  A charge of operating a motor vehicle while intoxicated with a passenger less than 16 years of age has been forwarded to the Walworth County District Attorney’s Office. 
During the month of October 2016 the Bloomfield Police Department responded to 633 calls for service compared to 1025 calls for service during the month of October 2015.  During the month of October 2016 the police department affected 76 arrests for various violations of Bloomfield Municipal Ordinances and Wisconsin State Statutes compared to 154 arrests during the month of October 2015.
